After the workingman has got thru
his day of hard work he went to register,
but the crowd waiting was more thun the
registrar would be able fo accommodate
under prevailing methods In 24 hours. Two
or three hundred dissatisfied people assem-
bled around the place and the door wus
burst from its hinges, but the crowd was
good natured.

A Magnificent Reception Was Ten-
dered to the Hero of the Re-

KE EULOGIZED -HIS BRAVE TROOPS.

And Pointed Out That Self-Sacrifice
Cpnld Be Shown in Peace as
Well as War.

Cape Town, Oct. 25.—Sir Redvers Buller,
who landed yesterday from the Hawarden
Castle, was accorded a magnificent recep-
tion The Mayor of Cape Town presented
an address in the presence of thousands of
enthuslastic citizens, eulogizing the gen-
eral's great services to Cape Colony and to
the Empire. Speeches in the same straln
were made by leading public men.

The mayor and corporation.entertained
Gen. Buller at dinner. In reply to the ad
dress, Gen. Buller said that when he ar-
rived here at the outbreak of the war, he
found the same spirit of determination to

uphold the Hag and defend its rights per-
-vading the colonists as he found when he
was last here 20 years ago. There was no
doubt that if in 1378 Sir Bartle Frere had
been supported in the policy he had been
despatched from England to 5
mueh misery would have been prevénted. in
South Africa. Fortunately Sir Alfred Mil-
ner had been supported. He was sure that
the spectacles thru which South African
affairs were now looked upon by those In
power in England were considerably better
than they were 20 years ago. From that he
deduced that the sacrifices made and the
misery endured by the people of South Af-
rica had not been in vain, He eforth
South Africa would be a prosperous’country
under one flag.
