MET DEATH AT HANDS GF BOERS

Warren, formerly lieu t of the Gover-
nor-Genenl'n Body Gudrds, and now with
he ‘Royal CanadianDiragoous in South
Atricn, and a wan who witnessed Dan
Spence's death, writés to his father from
Belfast, under date of Oct. 9 as follows :
~ Fatal Scouting.

“You see we are no longer at Wonder-
fontein, which place we left on Sunday two
‘weeks ago. Two days before leaving there
we had a sad time of 1t. I recelved orders
fo take three men and'a Cape eart and go
off to the hills, about four miles away, and
bring in a load of oat straw for the troop
‘horses. Some of us while scouting had
seen this straw a few days before in a
shed at a Boer farmhouse. We starteq
off, ‘'with Troopers Thornton and Spence
mounted, and acting as advance guard;
and, as my horse was pretty well played
out, I decided to give him a rest and ride
in the cart with the driver, whose name
was Ratcliffe, from St. Catharines, and a
former member of your regiment, the 2na
Dragoons, Spence was from Peterboro and
Thornton from Toronto. We grrived at the
house safely, It was/situated in a large
valley four miles from camp; and, after
getting our cart loaded, we went on about
a quarter of a mlle up the valley to some
Kaffir kraals to purchase chickens ana
eggs, which Mr, King had given Spenece
orders to get. Then we started for camp,

_How Spence Died.

“When we had gone about half a mile we
came to a creek, the bottom of which, being
very rocky, Ratcliffe and I got out fo cross.
Just at that moment we noticed three men,
mounted, and standing in behind some
rocks on the top of the hill. As sdon as
they saw that we had seen them they beck-
oned to us and called us to come over, 1
at once recognized them to be Boers, but
Thornton and Spence, who were ahead,
thinking them to be our ewn men, rode
towards them, and then the Boers fired.
Thornton and Spence immediately returned
the fire, and then galloped up the valley
about 200 yards, and dismounted to fire
again, Spence, poor fellow, fired only one
shot, and then a bullet went crashing thry
his brain. Ratcliffe and I ran up, leaving
the horses and cart in the creek. Just as

Isthmian Canal Commission of United
States Declares it is the Most
Feasible One.

CANAL COMPLETED IN TEN YEARS.

Will Cost Two Hundred Million
Dollars, and Will Be Thirty.
Five Feet Deep.

Washington, Dee. 4.—The report of ‘thé
isthmian Canal ted by
the President to Longreu to-day, gives
as the unanimous conciusion of that body
that ‘“the most practicable and feasible
route for an Isthmian Canal wunder the con-
trol, management and ownership of the
United States is that known as the Nicara-
gua route.” The commission estimates the
cost of this route at §200,540,000. The com-

1
arrived there safely, and one of the fel-
lows, named Robinson, of Toronto, offered
to go back with me, and another went to
a farm house and got some Kaffirs to taks
a wagon, with a mattress on it, down for
Thortnton, Robinson and I got back just
as It was getting dark, and found Thornton
no wors€ than when I left him. We walted
about an Bour, and then the wagon and
mafiress turned up, but we found the
wounds were still bleeding, and we thought
it would be dangerous to move him, so we
decided to remain there ‘all night.

“We put in a terrible night with him,
and early in the morning we could see the
Boers hovering around like a lot of vul-
tures. They kept drawing closer ana
closer; but, fortunately for us, just as they
were getting within range, our ambulance
came up, and consequently put a stop to
their eport. Thornton and the two dead
bodies were put in the ambulance togsther
and started towards Belfast, while Robin-
son and I found our way back Into camp
