BOERS REPELLED

MAGNANIMITY

AND NOW MUST FIGHT TO A FINISH

London Press Express Pity for

the Deludad Enemy, Who, in a

Few Weeks More of Misery, Will Have to
Accept Harder Terms.

New York, March 24.—The Sun’s London
correspondent write§ : The different posi-
tions of Colonial Becretary Chamberlain,
Governor, Str AMred Milner and Lord Kit-
chener, as revealed -by the Botha corres-
pondence, point to a likelihood of a renew-
al of the war for an indefinite period rather
than. an . early settlement on any lines ap-
proaching the conditions just quctcd. The
majority of British editors seem'to have
reached the frame of mind of the Bourbons,
who “learn nothing and forget hothing.’’
The newspapers are practically unanimous
that the proposals erred on the side of
what they call magnanimity. Most of them
add expressions of pity for the deluded
Boers, who, after a Yew wekes more of
misery, will have to accept harder terms.

Kitchener Understands.

It is the opinion of the present writer,
who for eight months was with Lord Rob-
erts’ army for The Sun, that the elements
of the South African problem are still com-
pletely misjudged 'here. Another Sun cor-
respondent, who returned last week, hav-
ing left Pretoria after Kitchener took his
terms to Botha at Middleburg, told the
writer that nobody wearing a British uni-
form there believed that General Botha
meant to surrender. It is clear that Genx.
Kitchener alone among the threée KEnglish
negotiators understands the ultimate neces-
sities of the situation.

Guidance of Boers.

Two things will guide the Boer leaders.
They will not accept terms which will in-
volve the abandonment of their kinsmen
in Cape Colony who have beén fighting on
their side, and they whi not accept a
scheme for the rebullding of their farum,
which in its present shape will mean that
they must competé with euch other -for
charity dispensed by Governor Sir Alfred
Milner, acting on the official advice of
anti-Boer residents of Jobannesburg, who
were active in provoking the war, and who
now hold office under him. Other condi-
tions, such as the inauguration of a pollcy
which aims at the eventuil conferring of
white men's rights on Kaffirs, wiil proba-
bly not be. pressed and certainly will not
be accepted, and the claim to political in-
dependence will not extend further than
that they shall not be excluded from other
privileges enjoyed by the whites, and shall
have representatives of their race in the

Governor's couneil in the pew territories,
It is estimated that 300,000 cattle have
been killed in the Orange River Colony and
the Transvaal during thé course of the war,
and all the best of the breeding stock is
gone. A million pounds sterling will not
nearly suffice to rebulld and restock the
farms, and the Boers will not compete
against each other before some English
official in order to secure thelr fractional
shares of this amount, -This, however, Is
a persomal question.

She
was then in a cheerful mood and was busy
reading some tracts and religious periodi-
cals left by the jail chaplain. The matron
did not vigit her agcin for about four hours,
when she feund her dead.

Strangled With a Bed Cover.

The body was in a sitting posture on the
floor in a little apartment partitioned off
from the rest of the room.

It was apparent at once to the matron
that the unfortunate woman had strangled
herself with the aid of & covering off one
of the eight beds in the room, and that
she had been dead some hours. The cover
was still about the woman’s neck with both
ends clasped tightly in the hands when
the body was found.

Miss Ironside notified Governor Van Zant
of the facts surrounding the finding of the
body and Drs. Bneath and Richardson were
gent for, but they could do mothing. Dr.
Richardson  notified Coroner Duncan, who
jssued a warrant for an inquest, which will
be held at 10 o'clock this morning. Under
instructions from the Coroner the jail ofti-
clajs left the remains just as they were
fcund until such time as the jury s ready
to view them.

A Painful Mission.

CHINA AND CANADA.

Philadelphia Record : The disturbances
in China bhave given a temporary check to
the sale of cotton goods in that conntry,
with the result of crippling the trade of
those Southern mills the product of which
was largely exported to China. Considered
from the standpoints of ul;;n‘and popu'a-
tion, China would seem to be a very im-
portunt-future market for American goods.
But the Chinese are a gelf-sufficing people.
We are expending a great deal of money
in keeping an ‘‘open door’” for uninvited
trade with them, but it is quite doubtful
whether we shall ever secure a large return
upon the investment.

There is a certain almost 'aughable in.
congruity In the zeal with which we hold
open the door to trade with China while we
@lum #t shut in the face of the Canadiaus,
Our neighbors to the northward did busi-
ness with us last year to the extent of
$185,501,000. 'They bought of us goods
worth  $116,972,000—a total greater than
all our exports to ali the other countries of
North and Bouth Amepica and the West,
Indies. Canada buys two and a half times
more from our people than we buy from
hers, Cunada bas an area greater than
that of China, a population of identical
race and speech with our own and a trade
that must grow by leaps and bounds. Yet
wlile we are fighting for a doubtful market
in China we are turning a cold sbhoulder to
Canada, which is ripe for reciproca’ and
mutually beneficlal trade,

The Record finds no fault with the en-
deavor to support an ‘open door” policy.
A Protectionist Administration has bheen
forced into this attitude of concession by
the aecldental mcqnisition of the Philip-
pines and the growing necessity for wider
foreign markets. But the folly of fighting
for trade on the other side of the world
and fighting against trade next door must
