Probable that Malcontents

The adjourned meeting of the alumni
and friends of Trinity University, held
ip Convocation Hall last night, showed
an intensity of feeling between the two
fuctions in the church, which, tho not
expressed in such bitter terms as at
the previous meeting, will create a
breach that will not be healed for a
fong period. The strength shown by
the opponents of the plan of federat‘ion,
in the face of the strongest influences
that could be brought to bear, was sur-
prisingly great, and it is altogether im-
probable that the scheme will be allow-
ed to go thru without legal obsta:les
teing placed in the path of the federa-
tionists.

Every possible seat in the hall Aand

gallery was occupied when the meeting
was called to order. Provost Macklem
and Dr. Langtry, as the opposing lead-
ers, were greeted with loud applause
on making their appearance, and the
sentiment of those present seemed 10
be almost evenly divided.

A large number of ladies were in the
audience, and showed their interest hy
remaining until a very late hour, but
as the vote was not reached until mid-
night, the number of those present was
greatly diminished. The opposition to
the federation scheme was stated to he

‘pased entirely on sentiment, out the
ladis, who might be expectd fo be more
easily influenced thereby, were divided
aimost as equally as the other sex.
That the anti-federationists have not
yet exhausted their efforts was madse
apparent by the announcement that
they would hold a meeting to consider
further action this morning at 10
o'clock, in the Synod office.

Opened With Prayer,

The Bishop of Toronto opened the
meeting with prayer and asked the
secretary of the meeting held on July
80, Rev. J. 8. Broughall, to read the
minutes of that meeting, which were
adopted. Provost Macklem was then
called on, and read a letter, which is
given below, from the Chancellor of
Trinity College, Christopher Pobinson,
X.C.,, in which he expressed his ap-
proval of the principie of federation,
and, at some length, went into the rea-
eons for and against the scheme. He
also read a letter from the Archbishup
of Ruperts Land, the Primate of Can-
ada, who said it was useless to go
back now to the expectations of the
days of Bishop Strachan, but that the
benefits of federation would not be real-
ized unless a building were crected at
or adjacent to the University of To-
ronto. Several otherp-similar letters
were read and the Bishop then aruse.
He said that since the last meeting of
th alumni, a very distinct step had been
taken toward federation. As Senior
Bishop, he had felt impelled to call a
meeting of the House of Bishops to con-
sider the matter, and after three hours
of intense deliberation, the consent of

Foreman William Smith of Lombard-
street truck got over the difficulty of
making connections between city hose
and island hydrants by binding string
around the threading and so giving ‘he
hose coupling the necessary hold. But
it was like fighting the fire with gar-
den hose, and the firemen, tho they
made their way into the structure,
couldn’t withstand the terrific heat
with a stream of water that would
hardly carry 20 feet. When the fire
reached the bar, three big metal cylin-
ders used for holding carbonating gas,
exploded and sent timbers hurtling in
all directions.

Ferries Did Good Basiness,

The fire seized the stands from one
end tothe other and in less than two
hours the firemen, expert and volun-
teer, were picking their way over
charred timbers and washing down
the ruins, which still blazed around
the semi-circle. Chief Noble decided
to remain with his men on the =cene
over night, tho the process of drown-
ing out the ruins was attended with
considerable risk, as quite a portion
of the stand was constructed over
water, and in the darkness it became
a dangerous matter to traversa the
plank walk. Hot tea and coffee and
| other refreshments were served to the
firemen.

Mr. Small, after seeing the volunter
firemen at work, crossed over to the
city. and arranged to have a Ssteam
fire engine and hose cart taken over
to the island #f it should become ne-
cessary.

The fire stimulated business for the
Ferry Company, and large crowds
went over to see the blaze at close
quarters.

Loss Exceeds Insurance.
