Prof. William Fraser last night del 
bled -to The AVorld that the request 
from the minister of education for the' 
resignation of Signor Sacco was owing 
to a personal rupture between himself, 
and the instructor. He never had 
ill-will toward Sacco, and it wae not 
in his power to dismiss him.

The situation was this, signor Sacco, 
tho one of the department for the last 
eight years, had been forced out of a 
position as a result of a re-organiza­
tion last year. Any recommendations 
lie may have made at any time were the- 
result of solicitude for the advapee- 
fnent of his particular charge, and 
there was absolutely no personal 
sidérations In the matter, 
nothing more in It than the releare.of 
any employe in any avocation.

"Of course, I can easily understand 
that when a man has lost his pcsit on 
he naturally feels It. But that there 
should be such stories I cannot com­
prehend. As a matter of fact, Mr. Sacco 
received my earnest. support when he 
sought the position eight years ago, 
and .as a result of it, secqred the ap­
pointment."

There was another story going thru 
the press that hq. thought misleading, 
to the effect that Signor Sacco., had 
suffered since his engagement from the 
fact that an Italian, who the story 
declares, held the same position before 
Sacco, was arrested for theft. But be 
never Held the position of instructor,nor 
was he attached.to the university in any 
other way as far as he knew.
