Telephones and Lightning.
Surprise and annoyance are expressed
by The Electrical Review because in
the course of a recent investigation of
a fire in a London telephone exchange
one of the experts who was questioned
advised telephone subscribers to keep
away from “their instruments during
thunderstorms, and sald that it would
even be advisable for the exchange to
discontinue its service while such
storms were going on., ‘‘This,”’" says
The Electrical Review, ‘“is a rather
surprising statement for a telephone
man to make at, this day, particularly
as he cannot show any records in sup-
port of his statement.
