Ottawa, Nov. 4.—The chamber of the
House of Ccmmons was well filled with
a large and representative delegation
from the prohibitionists of Canada
yesterday afternoon to meet the gov-
ernment and ask that a prohibitory
law be passed in accordance with the
recent vote on the plebiscit. The
ministers who received the delegation
were: Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Sfr Rich-
ard Cartwright and Messrs. Fielding,
Fisher and 8ifton. Rev, Dr, Carman
introduced the delegation. He read a
resolution which had been passed by
the executive of the Doeminion Alli-
ance, after the plebiscit vote, to ask
the government for a prohibitory law,
and to urge a delegation to wait on
the administration for the purpose.

Mr. F. S. Spence was the next speak-
er. He analyzed the vote in a similar
way as he had already done in the
press, and said that it was a clean and
disinterested vote, and it was a strong
and substantial vote. He admitted
there were difficulties in the way. Que-
bec was one difficulty, but Quebec was
a province which would loyally sup-
port the law if it were passed.

He urged that the voice of the peo-
ple be made law. Major E. L. Bond,
Montreal; Rev. Dr. McLeod, New
F. McClure,
Rev. Mr.  Hogg, Winnipeg;

I fell severely wound-
ed. Out of the 40 men who started ten
took the bridge. I was quickly picked
up and taken to a house in safety by
one of my men—the one whose pipe I
had helped to fill. For such a small
favor a French soldier would risk his
life, and I have always thought 1 owed
mine to a tobacco pouch.”
