The silence of the War Office as to the
movements of the British forces after
the abandonment of Splon Kop has at
last been broken. On Saturday the air
was full of all sorts of distressing ru-
mors, via Berlin and Brussels, but now
the story is coming out in 'ts true light.
At 3 p.m. yesterday a despatch was
posted in the War Office from Genera!
Buller giving the long-awaited explana-
dion for the abandonment of Spion Kop.
Gen. Buller’s explanation is that on
Jan. 23 he assented to Gen. Warren
attacking Splon Kop,which was evident-
ly the key to the position, but far more
accessible from the north than south.
He attacked Splon Kop that night, but
found It very difficult to hold, as its
perimeter was too large, and water,
which he had been Jed to belleve oxis¢-
ed, was found to be very deficient. "The
crests were held all that day against
severe attacks and heavy shell fire. The
British fought with great gallantry. He
specially: mentlons several regiments,
Then he continues that Gen. Woodgate
had been wounded and the officer 'vho
succeeded him, on the night of Jan, 2

- declded to abandon the position and did
so the mext night. Gen. Buller, ‘who
was on hand on the 25th at 5 a.m., de-
cided a second attack on the Kop was
useless. Accordingly he withdrew the
forces to the south of the Tugela, whe e
Warren's force was concentrated at S
o'clock yesterday morning without
further loss. .

The story from the Boer Headquarters at
Modder Spruit, Upper Tugela, dated
Wednesday at midnight, says that when
it was found that the British had occu-
pied Splon XKop reinforcements were
ordered to take it. The Boers found
that the English had improved the op-
portunity by entrenching. Between the
lines of trenches was an open veldt,
which the Boers had to rush under a
heavy fire. The English tried to rush
the Boers with bayonets, but their in-
fantry went down before the rifie fire
as before a seythe. . Ome hundred and
fifty British in fhe front trenches cur-
rendered and were taken prisoners. The
Boer advanee continued until two kopjss
east of Spilon Kop, when many Baers
were shot, but so numerous were the
‘burghers that the gaps were filled au-
tomatieally. ' Towards twilight the Boers
reached the summit of the second kopje,
but did not get farther. The British
Maxims belched fire, but a wall of fir-
ing Mausers held the English back,
Their centre under this pressure gradn-
ally gave way and broke, abandoning
