about $100 a year. He felt sure the
residents were not going to condemn
themselves by voting for secession.
In his own. mind he did not think
there Wwas one chance in a million of
secession carrying.

Mr. Gibson, the chairman, said it
Wwas out of the question to go back
to the old conditions when they were
on the eve of getting what they went
into the city for., Regarding the mat-
ter of water, he said in the old days
they weresnever sure if they would
get water or not and he had not heard
anyone complain about the city water.

B Means Two Fares.

‘When a cause cannot stop argu-
ments from its opponents, then it is a
weak cause, and the advocates of that
cause are not ‘sincere,” said Mr. Yeo-
man, who declared emphatically that the
breaking away of North Torontb from the

'city would mean two fares for all time.

He pointed out Tfeatures which he
fiad not heard answered, and that was
the fact that the securities of the whole
of the city of Toronto were in the de-
bentures which had been issued for cer-
tain public works, and before they got
securities they would have to pay back
large’ sums’ of money subscribed for the
debentures of the City of Toronto.

“I don’t think you will do anything by
referring tQ the secessionistd in any dis-
respectful manner,” said Mr. Kirby.
“These gentlemen, I believe, are serious,
and have a right to their views as much
I am sure, however, this is
not. the time to knoek the city in at-
$empting to pull out.” In conclusion he
inaintained he ran absolutely against se-
cession, as he ran in favor of a greater

+Toronto.

Cast Anti-secession Vote,

Mr. T. W. Bointon, president of the
Mt. Pleasant Ratepayers’ Association,
said he was so satisfled that the vast
majority of the people did not want se-
cession that.he doubted if there would be
any necessity to hold the big meeting
talked about. .

“I da, however, think,” he continued,
“that it will be necessary to take some
steps in order to see that we.are not
trapped by being over confldent. We
must take steps to see that the anti-
secession vote is cast, and we must or-
ganize in view of the seriousness of the
secession campaign.”’

Ald. Dr. Risk explained ‘his position,
and said he was serious in his views as.
a member of North Toronto. He advo-.
cated that the tem bodies get together
