To the President and Members of the
Execuiive Committee of the New
Brunswick Society for the Prevention
of Cruelty:— )

Ladies and Gentlemen:—

In submitting the 86th annual report
of this society I am pleased to say that
for the year past we have had few of
what might be called extreme cases of
cruelty to deal with, one of the worst
occurred early in the summer in which
a valuable horse died from the effects of
the over-driving and ill-treatment it
received by two young men on the road
between this city and Grand Bay. Béing
informed by telephone from Grand Bay
e-ily in the evening I at once went out
with a police officer from Fairville and
we found the horse in a barn at South
Bay. The animal was so exhausted that
it could not stand up, and the owner and
a veterinary snurgeon were notified. They
both arrived and did all they could for
the poor animal, but their efforts were
unsuccessful and the horse died about
midnight, later on the two men were
arrested and brought before Magistrate
L. A. Conlon, at Fairville, who adjudged
them both guilty, one was fined - $40.00
and costs, the other $25.00 and costs,
which amounts were paid. In this case
our best thanks are due to the kind
