It appears that disquieting news had
reached the commander-in-chief, and the
despatch which Sir John French wrote
subsequently explains this. It reads as
follows:

“In the meantime, about 5 p. m, I re-
ceived a most unexpected message from
General Joffre by telegraph, telling me
that at least three German corps—viz.,
a reserve corps, the 4th Corps, and the
oth Corps—were moving on my position
in front, and that the 2nd Corps was en-
gaged in a turning movement from the
direction of Tournay. He also informed
me that the two reserve French Divisions
and the 5th French Army on my right
were retiring, the Germans having on
the previous day gained possession of the
passages of the Sambre between Char-
leroi and Namur.

“In view of the possibility of my be-
ing driven from the Mons position I had
previously ordered a position in rear to
be reconnoitered. This position rested
on the fortress of Maubeuge on the right
and extended west to Jenlain, southeast
of Valenciennes, on the left. The posi-
tion was reported difficult to hold be-
cause standing crops and buildings made
the siting of trenches very difficult and
limited the field of fire in many import-
ant localities. It nevertheless afforded a
few good artillery positions.
