The Germans do not understand hu­
man nature, and they have never under­
stood it less than to this matter. They 
have studied psychology, as they have 
studied everything else, to its relation to 
war; and for this study they have lack­
ed nothing—except a knowledge of hu­
man nature. Their anarchism does cer­
tainly produce a psychological effect, 
only it is the opposite of’the effect aim­
ed at. There was one thing above all 
others necessary to their victory—name­
ly, that they should win it without 
making the English people aware what 
ft would mean to the world. If they 
had conducted tiie war decently, we 
might never have fully awakened from 
our slumber before it was over. They 
•iiose to awake us with bombs, because 
ftiey believed that we should awake to 
panic. That is likely to be the costliest 
of ail their psychological mistakes.
