It is expect­
ed he was shot while leading his bat­
talion in the famous orchard fighting at 
Festubert, where the 10th were on the 
right of the Canadian line and did won­
derful work.
* Major Guthrie was promoted to com­

mand the 10th Battalion when its former 
commander was killed. Several Freder­
icton men aft in the 10th, and in their 
letters hofné have given high praise to 
Major Guthrie.

“There were 65 of us of the old 12th 
in together, but only one man hit out 
of the 65, but there were eleven of the 
other boys in the battalion under Major 
Guthrie. It’s nice to he with Percy again, 
as he is awfully nice, especially with hie 
home-town boy's. Jake Weazel and I 
are in the same section.

The gas that the Ger­
mans use is nothing short of pure mur­
der, and I cannot understand why the 
neutral countries stand back and allow 
it to go on. I hgve seen it as well as the 
victims from its effects. No human be­
ing can face it* bnt in spite of it the 
Huns don’t gain ground. They tried it 
a week ago and they lost two lines of 
trenches through a shower coming on 
and settling the gas. And then you 
should have seen the British regulars 
poke it" to the brutes, gaining two lines 
of the trenches.”
