EXPECTS FULL AMOUNT

In issuing the call for the conference
Mr. Brown said the end of 1926 would
find the full amount subscribed.

“Our confidence,” he said, “is based
upon the fact that during 'the last year
we have secured the largest sum of
money ever raised by the Jews of this
country for any purpose, and with the
exception of one or two war-time phil-
anthropies, in which the whole Ameri-
can population participated, the largest
sum of money ever rgised in America
in one nation-wide campaign for a
humanitarian cause. It has been esti-
mated, on a basis of a Jewish popula-
tion of 8,500,000, that the per capita
contribution to this campaign has aver-
aged $7.15. In addition, many non-Jews,

moved to sympathy by the dire dis-,

tress of suffering Jewry overseas, have
assisted financfally and others have
volunteered to organize a fund-raising
appeal to the general public.

DISTRIBUTION GRATIFIES

“Another source of confidence to the

leaders of this movement are the ad-
mirable reports that come to us of the
manner in which the American Jewish
Joint Distribution Committee is ex-
pending overseas the monies raised in
this country. A few weeks ago we had
a cabled report that the famine com-
mittee for “Bessarabia had voluntarily
disbanded, the emergency needs of the
Jews of that country having been
promptly and effectively met.
*“In many countries the loan kassas
established by the joint distribution
committee have enabled tradesmen to
re-establish busimesses which had been
ruined by excessive taxation, and have
helped widows to become self-sustain-
ing. In the cities of Poland, where
thousands of Jews are in utter destitu-
tion, the joint distribution committee’s
relief measures have earned the grati-
tude of thousands, by means of medical
aid, child-care work, and the emergency
provision of food and clothing.”

AMPTON, Sept. 313—Patrick

Murphy, 62, single, formerly
of. Wood Lake, St. John County,
ts dead at Bloomfield: as the re-
sult of being kicked by a horse at
.noon today. Murphy, who had
been with Hugh Ryan of that
place as a farm hand for the last
two years, had come in from
working about the farm with M,
Riyan’s brother, The brother had
feft him to put the horses in the
stable before they went to their
lunch and returning a few minutes
later, about 31230, found Murphy
lying dead behind one of the
horses; The mark of a kick was
found behind\his ear.

Dr. Leatherbarrow of Hampton was
summoned but the man was beyond
human aid. On his return to Hamp-
ton Dr. Leatherbarrow got in com-
munication with the coroner, Dr.
Wetmore, who decided that an in-
quest would be unnecessary.

The unfortunate man is survived by
two sisters, Mrs. Hugh Cain bf Up-
ham, Kings County, and Mrs. Francis
Reynolds of Lexington, Mass. One
brother, Frank, last heard of in Port-
land, Oregon, also survives.

The paramount object in the experi-
ment, Mr. O’Rourke said, was to save
time and, consequently, give the public
a Dbetter service. Although the time
taken up by a essenger boy, waiting
at the place of ddtivery to have the
receipt slip signed, may be only a few
seconds, it amounted to considerable
in the long run where so many thous-
ands of telegrams were delivered, Mr,
O’Rourke continued.
