5 NARROWLY ESCAPE
AS CAR HITS WAGON

Horse is Killed in Mishap on|
Redbank Road Recently
Near Chatham

CHATHAM, Oct. 25—A wild smash-
up occurred on the Redbank road cn
Wednesday night, near Whitneyville, |
when a large automobile ploughed
through a heavy team wagon with five
men on it and killed the horse. The men
miraculously escaped serious injury.

The accident happened at a point
where an auto had stopped to remedy
some trouble with its lights. As the
cart came along with the men in it, but
with no light showing, it turned out to
pass the stalled car and at the same
time a heavy closed car smashed into
the team from the rear and made a
great spill. The men were thrown clear
and fortunately not injured, but the
horse was killed as auto, cart and load
were piled on and over the animal in
the smash.

The stretcher piece of the heavy team
which is used in extending or shorten-
ing the wagon and which projects from
the rear was driven deep into the ra-
diator of the auto by the force of the|
impact and the car was put out of
business as well as the team. !

CUBA ENDEAVORS
T0 AVOID EPIDEMIC

Serum Sent to Nearly All Towns|
and Villages Hit by
Storm

HAVANA, Oct. 25—The Cuban
authorities are bending all efforts to
preventing an epidemic and the sani-
tary department has issued an order
for compulsory inoculation against
typhoid fever. Serum has been dis-
tributed to nearly all the towns and
villages stricken by the hurricane.

A preliminary survey of the damage
at Neuva Gerona, capital of the Isle
of Pines, received at the American
embassy today indicated that about 37
per cent of the houses in that town
were destroyed. There is much dis-
tress in the Isle of Pines, with many
injured so seriously that they cannot
be removed. Others have been brought
to Havana for treatment.

CANADA VISIONED
BETTER THAN U. §.

Exodus to Republic Blamed by
Speaker on Education
System

WINNIPEG, Oct. 25—The shoe was
put on the other foot today by Colonel
A. E. Kirkpatrick, Toronto, Dominioni'
president of the Empire Club, in the
matter of the annexation of Canada |
by the United States when he assert-

ed in an address to the local club at
luncheon that Canada is prepared by
virtue of climate and environment to
produce a race who with inmeasurable |
time will predominate the people of |
the south of them as northern races |
bave the world over predominated |
southern ones throughout history. |

This domination by northern races
intellectually and physically is due to
the hardier manhood and stronger
characteristics engendered by ‘climatic
and other conditions peculiar to the
north temperate zone, .the speaker
argued. He deplored the migration of
so many young people to the United
States and put the blame on a lack
of patriotic teaching in the Canadian
schools.

Colonel Kirkpatrick suggested that
the premier of each province appoint
a commission representative of the
church, agriculture, business and fi-
nance having a young lawyer (prefer-
ably) as secretary to draft a question-
naire to send to as many hundreds of
expatriated Canadians as could be
reached asking them what lack in their
Canadian education caused them to be
willing To forfeit their citizenship in
this country. Interviews the speaker
had congducted with expatriated Cana-
dians had invariably resulted in their
stating that had they worked as hard
in Canada as they had since leaving it
they could not have helped making a
success of things in this country.

BELGIAN PLAN 15 FAVORED

Mellon Says Stabilization of Her

Currency is Significant

Development

ASHINGTON, Oct. 25—Stabiliza-
tion' of the Belgian currency on a gold
basis is regarded by Secretary of the
Treasury Mellon as a most significant
development in international affairs.

He believes it will stimulate com-
merce and industry for the Belgians.
The opinion also was expressed at the
treasury that France would do well to
get its currency on a gold basis as soon
as possible.

Mr. Mellon explained that Belgium,
which is following the example of
Great Britain, was now in a position
to increase its trade and to obtain a
return of its capital that had Jbeen
transferred to other countries because
of a more stable condition.

CHATHA.M, Oct. 25— Olaf
Stensvad, a member of the
crew of the S.S. Aslaug, is dead |
and two fellow seamen are in
serious condition as a result of
an all night immersion in the
Miramichi River. The three men |
came over to town last night and
when returning to their vessel |
their boat capsized in midriver. |
They commenced to swim for the
Millbank shore, opposite here,
where their vessel was lying. Ow-
ing to the storm they lost their [
sense of direction and they reached |
the boom pickets of eEnglam:l's
wharf some distance above the
Fraser pulp mill. {
They were in an exhausted state and |
were forced to cling to the logs to save |
themselves. Stensvad finally lost his
grip and was carried away out of |
sight of his companions. He evidently .
made a final effort to save himself as |
his body was found this morning on|
top of the logs in the boom.

The other two men were discovered |
this morning by William Scott. They |
were brought to shore and after con-
siderable efforts on the part of their
rescuers the men were revived. They
are still in a serious condition as they
experienced terrible suffering from
cold and exposure.
