These games apparently 
traced much earlier by others, but the 
Sardians are supposed to have been the 
great sporting and gambling people of 
Asia Minor in the days of their glory.
Many inscriptions in the Lydian lan­
guage, which never lias been mastered, 
were taken from Sardis by the expedi­
tions under Dr. Butler, whose chief feat 
was the uncovering of the great temple 
of Artemis, thc third largest of ancient
1 The right to excavate Sardis original­
ly was granted to Dr. Butler by the 
Turks In 1910, when the position of the 
site was still in dispute. This provided 
that Dr. Butler should personally super­
vise thc work. His death may compli­
cate matters now that the Turks are 
again in control.
Hopes Work Will Continue.

“The Turks, however, have been very 
friendly to Americans,” said Dr. Shear,
“and they may feel inclined to en­
courage archaeological work. It gives 
much employment to local people and is 
welcomed by them. . , .

“On the other hand, the Turkish law 
is that the Turks shall have everything 
that is found in their soil. It all goes 
to the Museum of Constantinople. The 
Greeks, however, hold the territory 
under the Treaty of Sevres, which pro­
vided that half of anything found by 
archaeologists might go to an institu­
tion of learning designated by the 
fènder. It is to be hoped that the Turks 
may later see the value of encouraging 
scientific work in their country by al- 
lowing archaeologists a share in their 
discoveries, but difficult negotiations 
may precede it.

“We have many boxes of interesting 
articles, such as inscription», architec­
tural fragments and terra cotta works, 
stored in a wareshouse on the point at 
Smyrna. The fire did not reach the 
point, but these things may have been 
stolen. They would not attract the at­
tention of the ordinary thief, but in a 
country so full of relics there are many 
people who appreciate the value of such 
things and they may have been stolen 
and sold into private hands.”
History of the Gold Coins.

The staters rested quietly under the 
drums and tramplings of scores of con­
quests during the twenty-seven cen­
turies that they lay buried in a large 
pot in a cemetery at Sardis, and it is 
considered a remarkable coincidence 
that they should pop into a war dur­
ing the first year they returned to the 
hands of men.

As near as the archaelogists can 
make it out, some wealthy man of Sar­
dis hid the thirty pieces of gold in the 
graveyard in 546 B. C-, when the Per­
sian King Cyrus beseiged and captured 
Sardis and made a prisoner of Croesus.
The merchant, being killed or taken as 
a slave, never got a chance to unhoard 
his wealth, and teh treasure remained 
on thc hilside until thc pick of a Turk- 
ish workman unearthed it.

Before getting mixed up in the pres­
ent Greek-Turk war, the coins remain­
ed concealed during the conquest of 
Sardis by Çyrus, by Alexander the 
Great, by thc Romans, Parthlans,
