Thursday Will Lift Tariff
Veil and Much Depends

:

PARTY CHANGES
MIGHT FOLLOW

West Still Pressing For Real
Tariff- Relief — Position of
Liberal Ministers—Borden
and White—The Fisheries.

Ottawa, May 81.—At last the dhte‘ for
the bringing down of the budget has

been announced, after many postpone-
ments—Thursday, June 5, will be the

fateful day. Since this has been decided,

a load has apparently been removed

from the mind of the Minister of Fin-.

ance. While the budget was in process
of ‘incubation, and he was exposed to the
attacks, frontal, flank and rear, of the
hundred worried interests anxious to
have the claims and disabilities of their
particular business impressed on him, he
did not have a life of a Belgian dog,
and he showed it. tterly, he has been
geniality itself; and in the House one
night this week he crossed over and sat
for an hour with “the boys” of the
opposition, for a friendly chat. In this
and other ways it looks as though, since
the return of the premier, he had washed
his hands and relieved his mind of a lot
of little things he was carrying on his
own shoulders before,

One of the striking developmente of
this extraordinary session of parliament
has been the development of Sir Thomas.
For some time after coming to Ottawa,
there is no doubt that he was consider-
ably impressed with his own importance
as a member of the Government; and
took no particular pains to make him-
self popular. He took political life and
himself as a part of it, much too seri-
ously. But latterly, ond particularly
since he has been leading the Govern-
ment, he has made a very decided im-
pression. on the House as a whole. He
has led the house skjlfully, and has made
friends both ameng the Government and
Opposition forces. There is no doubt
that absence did not make the hearts of
the premier’s confreres in the Govern-
ment grow fonder. It is rumored that
they found Sir Thomas White’s manner
more agreeable, and whenever he cracked
the whip, they realized ‘that he had re-
ceived a cable‘that morning. . Sir Robert
Borden is completely lacking, unfortu-
nately, in that personal magnetism which
binds men to some I rva-
tives will privately admit that his dig-
nity is so intense as to be repelling; and
while they do not blame him for some-
thing which nature left out of his make-
up, they naturally do not love him the
more for the lack of it.

To be frank, both members of the
cabinet and of the House found Sir

.. Thomas White’s leadership more to their
liking; and, assuming that the premier
would probably accept one of the numer-
ous high offices with which rumor was
freely connecting his name, were all
pretty colidly behind Sir Thomas as his
early successor. Then came the premier’s
curt announcement that he was coming
back, to be premier in fact as well as'in
name; and it was couched in language
which did not make the most pleasant
recding for his understudy to give to
the House. It was almost equivalent to
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a hint to all applicants to get off the
job. The boss was coming back.
Immediately after came the announce-

ment (which may or may not have been
authorized) that Sir Thomas White was
about to resign from the Government to
accept a highly paid position in the finan-
cial world. It was generally taken as a
hint to all concerned that, while  they
might possibly, find a successor to the
premiership without looking very far,
they ‘would" have to look elsewhere for
& new finance minister. However that
may be, it is not likely that the Finance
Minister will stay in the cabinet long,
-unless he becomes head of the Govern-
ment. L
The return of the premier tp Ottawa
was either very poorly stage-managed,
or he hes almost dropped from public
recollection. There was scarcely a cor-
porals guard from the House to meet
him; and had it not been that he was
accompanied by General Morrison, a citi-
zen of Ottawa and popular favorite who
has made an exceptional war record, his
reception by the populace would have
even more unemotional than it was.

has decideq;that when next he doubles
up in the 'spot-light, he will pick his
team-mate more carefully.

The return of Messrs. Borden, Sifton
and Kemp will make it a little easier
for the other members of the ‘cabinet,
who certainly have been over-worked
since last November. This is particu-
larly true of Hon. A. K. Maclean, who
has been handymsan and work horse. of
the administration, carrying on 'several
departments since last fall. : i

There are constant rumors of impend-
ing changes in the cabinet. Some mem-
bers make no secret of their desire to
resign. For months past Crerar has
been repeating to himself every morn-
ing Heine’s line: “Will not the omnipo-
tent relent, and let this poor existence
go?” Crerar has a ‘ten thousand dollar
job as head of the Grain Growers’ Grain
Company in Winnipeg. The company is
composed of farmer sharehclders; and

hired-man wants a run for his money.
Bu$ Crerar is the connecting link  be-
tween the western farm vote and the
administration; and while he has neither
the training nor the disposition to make
him a particularly successful politigal ad-
ministrator, he is a link which Sir Robert
Borden does not wish to sever at a time
like this. ' All Crerar wants is a really
plausible excuse for getting out; and it
is confidently expected that the budget
will furnish it. The Opposition jockeyed
him into declaring in the House, not
long ago, that he still stood on the
farmer’s platform, which he himself
helped to draw up; and unless the
budget will falsify all expectations, he
cannot make it jibe with that platform.

If Carvell zlso seizes the budget as the

his old affiliations, as it'is expected he
may do, reconstruction will be on in
earnest. It is impossible for a man of
his optspoken nature to feel aa home in
his present position. There are members
of the rank and’file on the Government
side of the House who'are apt to forget
that partisan politics are now tabooed;
and ‘two hot-headed Tories from Cape
Breton not long ago launched an unwar-
ranted rear attack on ‘the Mihister of
Public Works which .did not tend to
make his position any the more comfort-
able. The break must inevitably come
some time; and while Carvell will not
do anything to embarass the Govern-
ment, he is not likely to remain after
this session. Sifton and Calder are not
expected to get out for some time at
least. They are waiting events.

In the case of A. K. Maclean, he has
apnrently too much to do to have any
time to think of his political future. He
will play the game with the Government
as he has always played it; and will be
likely to consult his personal convenience
and interests last of all. There is no
question about “A. X.’s” popularity with
“the three estates” of parliament, which
are the Government, the Opposition and
the Press Gallery. No man is given dess
trouble in getting his estimates through
varliament, which is a fairly good test.
No man in the House is better liked.
If *here is a premature break-up of
Union Government, it will not be because
He has forced action. He will still be,
as he has always been, a Liberal; and

he will retain his own respect and that
of his associates.

Fisheries Estimates.

{ The fisheries estimates were before the

house on T ay night, and it was in-
 teresting to watch their reception. The
;minister read a very brief prepared
statement; and admitted several times
in the course of his comments and re-
plies to questions that he did not know
much or anything about fisheries. It is
more or less of an admission of guilt for
any minister or individual from the up-
per provinces to know anything about
the maritime provinces. The press gal-
lery, of course, cleared automatically of
every representative west of Montreal.
Those who. remain when any subject
relating to the maritime provinces is up
in the house are only those who remain
to scoff. We are still “the shreds and
patches of confederation.” or all prac-
tical purposes, Canada ends for the On-
tario newspaperman, as for the Ontario
politician, with the boundaries of On-
tario.

Considering that the fisheries are one
of Canada’s greatest and most easily ex-
ploitable sources of wealth, it would
seem as though they might deserve a
little moge recognition; this they seem
to be about to get from the government
at last. The minister announced a pro-
gramme of some liberality ;- and the sep-
arate deputy-head which the fishing in-
terests have been recommending so long
and so earnestly, will be appointed. ' The
system of inspection propesed did not
meet with the unqualified approval of
the opposition; for whom it must be
said, at least, that it does contain more

The abandonment of
the policy of lobster hatcheries, which
was begun some years ago after many
representations had been made in favor
of it, was also critized pretty severely.
It was done on the advice of Professor
Knight; and the representatives of fish
producing constituencies-in the house in-|
timated that they thought their opinion
on the matter would have been better
than that of any arm-chair expert; main-
taining that maritime prevince represent-
atives should at least have been con-
sulted. :

The Budget.

All interest will centre on the budget
for the next week. It is, ordinarily, the
great talk producer of the session; but
the weather in Ottawa is growing un-
bearably hot, and the commons cham-
ber is better fitted for the musuem for
which it was built than for a parliament
room, where men frequently remain until
the small hours in the moming. Never-
theless, all prophecies will fail if the
budget does not produce a commotion.
It. seems probable that some eleventh
hour changes were made in the tariff
schedules. The labor uprising. in the
west and the movement of the grain
growers for direct political action, were
the first things that greeted the premier
on his return; and were probably not
without their effect on him. Mr. Maharg,
the leader of the grain growers in Sas-
katchewan, and their most ardent advo-
cate in the house, went west two weeks
ago, and carried the message to his low-
tariff friends that there was not much
to be looked for in the way of tariff
reduction this session. Since then he
has been participating in the organization
now being effected there for direct poli-
tical action. For, the farmers have at
last discovered that their attitude of
detachment and benevolent neutrality,
adopted years ago in the hope of play-
ing the parties against each other, is not
effective—particularly since Union gov-
ernment has been established. A union
of the farmers and the labor forces
would seem like an impossibility in a
general way; they are too far apart on
the subject of what should constitute a
day’s work; but it is not imhpossible that
they might get together for political
action, since their general aims are pot
so far apart. Both are out to lower the
cost of commodities. Such a union
would be a troublesome factor in Can-
adian politics, particularly for the Con-
servative party.

LONDON POLIGE STRIKE OFF

London, June 1—London’s threatened
police strike, for which the members of
the force voted by a big majority, has
been called off for the present. At the
demonstration in Hyde Park which had |
been arranged for today by the police it
was announced that the executive com-
mittee of their organization had decided |
to postpone the strike until after peace |
was signed, or at least until the return
of Premier Lloyd George from Paris.

“It was the premier himself who gave1
vs the understanding that the govem—l
ment would recognize our union,” said
Mr. Hayes. “Through no fault of onrs!
we have not been able to send a deputa- |
tion to Paris and therefore will await the |
premier’s return to take up the matter |
of recognition with him. The men’s de- |
cision on the ballot will be as effective |
then as now.”

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DR. CUTTEN SPEAKS
OF MEMORIAL TO BE

BULT BY ACADI

Dr. G. B. Cutten, president of Acadia
University, preaching in the Germain
Street Baptist church. yesterday morning,
delivered a most impressive sermon in
the course of which he told of the desire
of the university to fittingly commem-
orate the valor of its 600 students in the
great war by erecting a new gymnasium.
Dr. Cutten was also heard at the Main
Street Baptist church and at the Fair-
ville Baptist church, in the evening, large
congregations attending all services. The
foct that the Fairville church used the
old time made it possible for Dr. Cutten
to preach twice in the evening.

Taking as his text in the morning the
sixth and seventh verses of the fourth
chapter of Joshua, which refer to the
commandment of the Lord that the
children of Israel should set up twelve
stones as a memorial of the crossing of
the Jordan into the promised land, he
dwelt eloquently on the common longing
of zll mankind for immortality and to
commemorate conspcuous deeds of hero-
ism and efficiency. The stones were
erected by the Israelites, he siad, to com-
memorate what the Lord had done for
them. - Though less than a year ago the
nations were calling upon the Lord to
stay the advance of the enemy fearing
that they would be overcome, now, in
the days .of peace, unlike the Israelites,
they ceased to realize that only by His
help was the victory won. He spoke
of the quarrelling as to which army,
what navy or which general had won the
war. Quoting from Victor Hugo’s words
in “Les Miserables” that it was not Wel-
lington, not the English army nor the
Prussians that had won the Battle of
Woaterloo, but the Lord who had gained
ihat victory. Dr. Cutten said that the
answer must be the same today. He
referred also to the communion service
in that it is a memorial to-the Lord,
given in an objective form to the
disciples, not because they would forget
their Master but that a memorial might

be established fulfilling all the ideals of |

His life.

Touching the question of the erection
of a memorial at Acadia for the boys
who had gone overseas and especially
for those who had fallen, he said that
a gymnasium had been suggested which
should have the three essentials of a
memorial, beauty, usefulness and appro-
priateness. Such a building would un-
doubtedly bé beautiful and he felt confi-
dent that if the men who had laid down
their lives were asked they would surely
sav that gymnasium would be useful,
while its appropriateness in typifying the
sporting  spirit of the Canadians must
be ' apparent to all. He said also that
Acadia University was in itself a me-
morial to the men who have worked
there and to those who have desired a
liberal education.

College Pledge.

Dr. Cutten related how the college
classes had pledged themselves to give
$6,000 for this memorial and a canvass
was to be made throughout the maritime
provinces, commencing at St. John. He
told of some instances’ of heroism on the
part of Acadia students, among them
the act of George Peck who, when he
saw his companion burning, in the ‘flames
from a phosphorous shell, lost his life
in attempting to réscue him. He also
spoke of the fact that Preston Jlsley, an
Acadian boy from the country districts,
was laid to rest with a lord on either
hand, and said that all who fought and
died for their country in their deaths
were worthy of equal honor.

In the building suggested three objects
would be achieved: thanks would be
given to God for the victory vouchsafed,
the boys of the Emipire, among them
the. 600 boys from Atadia, who had en-
listed, would be forever commemorated
and: the heroism and self-sacrifice of the

sixty Acadian students who had given
their lives would be held in everlgsting
honor.

Dr. Cutten spoke feelingly of the
forty-seven Acadia students who had re-
ceived decorations and the five who were
specially mentioned received decorations
and the five who were specially men-
tioned in despatches saying further it
was the proud boast of the college that
the only college man in the maritime
provinces to receive the Victgria Cross
was Milton F. Gregg, a sophomore of
Acadia. St. John’s special interest in the
university, he said, was doubly strength-
ened by the fact, that three of its sons,
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Fred Manning, Rutherford Simms and
Walter Smith were on the Acadia honor
roll of those killed.

Five thousand hospital cases
will be transported by the hospital ships
Araguaya and Essequibo at the rate of
about 1,500 a month and sent to Canada
from here.
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
