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THE CANADIAN PACIFIC.

The great event of the next few days
will be the formal transfer of the New
Brunswick railway to the Canadian Paci-
fic, of which system it will have become
a part. As the Canadian Pacific
company have perpetual  running
powers over the Maine Central from
Mattawamkeag toVanceboro, this acquis-
ition of the New Brunswick railway gives
them an unbroken line from St. Jobn, on
the Atlantic, to Vancouver on the Pacific,
and at once settles the question as to the
Atlantic terminus of the Canadian Pacific
railway. Owning this line as they
do and having acquired it mot
for sentimental but for practical reasons,
it will be their duty as well as their in-
terest to make it profitable, and this can
only be done by utilizing it to the fullest
extent. We may be certain, therefore,
that, whatever has been the case in times
past, for the future the best efforts of the
Canadian Pacific company will be direct-
ed to making the port of St. John a great
centre of business and to the utilizing of
its great advantages to the fullest extent.
After along sojourn in the wilderness
the people of this city may see, not dimly
in the distance, a vision of the glorious
fature which lies before St. John as the
terminus of the Canadian Pacific railway.

The acquisition of the New Brunswick
Railway by the Canadian Pacific will
add 415 miles toits length and bring its
mileage up to 5389 miles, or not far
from double that of the great Grand
Trunk system. No doubt it will be the
policy of the Canadian Pacific Company
to acquire as many connecting lines as
possible in this Province for the purpose
of strengthening their hold upon local
business. Thus it would not be surpris-
ing should the Temiscouata Railway, the
Northern and Western cr even the Shore
Line pass under the control of the Can-
adian Pacific, before many years
have elapsed.  The people of
New Brunswick, and especially of
St. John, are well pleased to have the
Canadian Pacific Railway with them,
and hail it as a sign that the business of
this province is regarded as of some im-
portance notwithstanding the efforts of
some of our own people to belittle it
and us.
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HE HAS CHANGED HIS MIND.

Thirty years ago, in an essay on New
Brunswick as & home for immigrants,
the editor of the Globe wrote as fol-
lows:—

The people themselves have a duty to
Erform as well as the government.

very man. in the community has a
certain amount of influence which he
sbould use for the welfare of his native
or sdopted country. If he have friends
abroad who are inclined to change their
residences, and are wavering between
two opinions, be should immediately set
before their eyes the advantages of
making a settlement in New Brunswick.
In fact he should feel that “developing
the resources of the country ” was a duty
jncumbent upon all, and that collect-
ively and individually every citizen
should bear a part;if at home, by
zealously entering upon the furtherance
of any scheme likely to benefit her; if
abroad, by sustaining her good name, by
extending information respecting her,
and by inducing others to try their
fortunes upon her shores.

The press of Canada and the United
States are continually lauding the merits
of their resp. ctive countries; their ex-
tent, resources, commerce and progress,

_are themes upon which they love to
dwell. They are ever ready to note the
circumstance that will tend to enlighten
the world npon the advance these coun-
tries are making. If such a course
were more generally adopted by the
press of New Brunswick—and if the in-
formation it undertook to disseminate
were reliable--the province would soon
be sensibly affected by it.

There is not a word in the above which
Tue Gazerre cannot heartily indorse.
Yet how different has been the practice
of the editor of the Globe from his
preaching at that time. For the past
quarter of a century he has been engaged
in endeavoring to discourage immigration
to New Brunswick and to drive our peo-
ple from this province and to a foreign
land. Instead of zealously entering upon
the furtherance of any scheme likely to
benefit New Brunswick he has
pursued a contrary policy and has
sought to show that we were beyond help
unless we would consent to become an-
nexed to the United States. If the editor
of the Globe had followed the course
he has outlined above he might have
done New Brunswick a vast amount of
good, but the course he has chosen to
pursue has caused the existence of his
newspaper to be a greater calumity to St
John than the great fire.

NATURE'S SABBATH.

We could not keep observing that the
lightning was just as vivid and the thun-
der just as vehement yesterday as on
other days. Toshut one's eyes to the
flashes of the former or ope's ears to the
reverberations of the latter was simply
fmpossible. None of the forces of nature
are ever idle. The tides come in and go
out, the storms gather and break, the
seasons follow each other uninterruptedly
and we can do no better than submit
gracefully to certain laws in
the framing of which we had no part
and from which there is no appeal. Be-
lieving those laws to be just and beni-
ficent, it seems impious to complain of
any of the results of the operations of
nature, or to regard anything as evil that
is not the outcome of man’s own pervers-
ity or folly. Yesterday the gathering of
the clouds was just as majestic as any
other day, and the daisies and butter-
cups shone as brightly in the grass, and
the grass was as green, and the woods
were as inviting, and the birds sang
as melodiously as ever before. There
was a time when cities were few, when
there was little competition in business,
and men were not compelled to hustle
for alivelihood six full days each week as
most of us have to do to-day. At that
time to enjoy the advantages which the

day of rest was designed to provide it
was not necessary to snatch an hour from
Sunday for recreation in the fields and
woods ; such an hour could be availed
of almost any day; but as communities
increase in number, competition in every
pursuit grows sharper, and those hours
grow less in namber and finally they be-
come altogether a thing of the past. But
the longing for paradise remains with
us just as it did with Adam, after
his expulsion from the garden, and
its presence indicates that by the arti-
ficialities in the midst of which we live
wa -have not been wholly . corrupted.

trophy is too costly. The great question
that agitated them was how to stop this
picture giving business. As long as one
gave the rest had to do it, too, to keep in
the tide of popularity.

Each firm in the “combine” has spent
enough money on the pictures every
vear to make any man rich. It is esti-
mated that in'the aggregate, the firms
have dropped annually,, for the last five
years at least $2,000,000 in the matter
of cigarette pictures. In fact, it reached
such a stage that the cost of the ‘pictorial
branch of theirestablishment was almost
as heavy as the manufacture of the
goods. One firm paid out $400,000 to the
lithographers last year for artistic work,
Another firm spent even more money,
or $450,000, while other firms reported
payments of $375,000, 350,000 and 300,000
to the same purpose. :

These seem to be almost unimaginable
expenditures for advertising, but it costs
'more to put world’s sovereigns and
beauties, actresses and athletes, base
ball stars and birds of a feather on
pictures. Each picture has many tints
which have to be imprinted on it separate-
ly. Many are beautified with gold dust
as well as printer’s ink. Exceeding care
has to be taken in the lithographer's
establishment that one tint does not
encroach upon and spoil the other tints
in a picture. First the sketches of the
“picter.” Then it goes to the lithograph-
er, who has made five, ten or fifteen
stones, as the case may be, each stone
being used to impart certain tints. A
large sheet of paper is then passed over
the stones and comes out with scores fof
the pictures upon it.

One lithographic firm of this city
supplied one of the cigareite companies
in the “combine” with 15,000,000 pictures
last year, besides one thousand albums,
each containing particular series  of
pictures. The same firm did a similiar
amount of work for the other companies
in the trust. It is understood that a
well-known cigarette manufacturing con-
cern received a large amount of money
from certain actors and actresses for
having put their faces on cards. The
same story is told of the printing of the
base ball players’ series. Probably the
most popular series was that of the flags
of all nations. As high as $1 was paid
the cigarette firm by persons who wished
to have the set.
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TRAGIC TRANSFORMATION.

BUYER AND SELLER.

A large number of very good people aré
apt to denounce the liquor sellers in Port-
land under the Scott Act as great crim-
inals ; they were law breakers of course,
but every one who purchased liquor at
their bars was a law breaker as much as
the vender, and morally his equal in
guilt. Without his customers the ven-
der's occupation would have been gone ;
he could by no possibility bave violated
the law in making sales; he kept his bar
open, if not at the instigation, in
deference to the wishes of his customers
from whom he expected and received
support. If it is a crime to sell, it is &
crime to buy, for both the buyer and
seller are equally involved in the tran-
saction, and one could not break the law
without the co-operation of the other. If
this view of the matter obtained in the
courts and the purchaser of liquor
at unlicensed bars or of licensed
venders at unlawful hours, was sub-
jected to ths same penalties as are
imposed upon the dealers we think
that a good many of our temperance men
would be very careful when and where
they bought their medicine ana that the
demand for illicit liquor would decline
to zero almost immediately.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The state of the Mount Pleasant re-
taining wall and sidewalk calls for
prompt action on the part of the city
authorities. The sidewalk is at’present in
a most dangerous condition, asevery one
who has had occasion to traverse it re-
cently can attest. We have heard of
half a dozen ladies who have received
severe falls and narrowly escaped serious
injury from the defective state of this
sidewalk during the past week.

The people of St. John will regret to
part with Mr. Cram, who is & most pains-
taking and efficient railway manager.
He leaves the New Brunswick railway in
a much better position than it was in
when he took charge of it,and under his
management the traffic has also greatly
increased. Mr. Cram, in taking his de-
parture from this city, will carry with
him the best wishes of all who have had
business relations with him. :
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Mr. H. P. Timmerman, the new man-
ager of this end of the Canadian Pacific
railway, is a western man, and, there-
fore, will be in a good position to assist
in the forwarding of traffic between the
Maritime Provinces and the West. Itis
very desirable that the Canadian Pacific
should do as large a business as possible
in the Maritime Provinces, and to assist
in doing this Mr. Timmerman’s experi-
ence in the West will be of great value.
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The Moncton Transcript says:—

With the rivalries of St. John and
Halifax Monctonians have little todo;
but public opinion will hardly sustain
the St. John exhibition association in
publishing a map having printed on it
the claim that St. John is the only great
Canadian Atlantic seaport open all the
year round, and is also the Atlan-
tic terminus of the Canadian Pacific
railway. Such a claim is unworthy
of the management of a great
enterprise in _view of the notori-
ous fact that Halifax is an all the
year round open harbor. To insinuate
that Halifax is in winter a frozen harbor,
may do very well for a St. John news-
paper which has no vision of the fate of
Ananias before its eyes, but it is un-
worthy of an exhibition association
which claims to be both interprovincial
and international in its operations and
which desires the co-operation of the
very people whom it attacks.

The Transcript is somewhat severe on
the St. John Telegraph in the above par-
agraph, yet it is no doubt better to tell
the exact truth always. If instead of
saying “St. John is the only great Cana-
dian Atlantic port open all the year
around,” Mr. Cornwall had said “St.
John is the only great Canadian Atlantic
port that is never impeded by ice,” the
exact truth would have been told.

The Pretly Blonde Wife of an English
Tourist Slays Him in a Quarrel.

An Atlanta, Ga., despatch says: Some
time ago there arrived in Atlanta from
London, Eng., a gentleman and wife who
registered at the Markham House as Mr.
and Mrs. Charles Gould, and they at-
tracted general attention. They remained
for some time, spent money liberally and
gave the impression that they were very
wealthy tourists. Theirs was indeed a
reckless extravagence. Now the wife is
the chief object of public attention at
Murphy, N. C,, for a very different reason.
They went from here there, and late last
week Mrs. Gould stabbed her husband to
death with a dagger.

Mrs. Gould, is, very naturally well re-
membered now at the Markham. She is a
pretty blonde, of fair complexion, 32
years of age, nervous and excitable. She
seemed, while here, most devoted to her
husband. Her apparel, made up of the
very finest fabrics, and the oddity of
some of the richest gowns created a sen-
sation whenever she appeared on
the street. She seemed to be of a
confiding nature, of submissive disposi-
tion, and made friends wherever she
went. She expressed a partiality for
Atlanta—was ‘half in love,’ as she ex-
pressed it, with the city.

Charles Gould was a typical English-
man, with conventional side-whiskers,
and loved both the chase and the cup as
well as any Briton. He was formerly a
planter at Ceylon, where he had failed
in business. However, he had wealthy
connections in England and va'uable
proserties there, and his numerous
checks for large amounts on the Bank of
England were honored at all times.

What a transition it was for the couple
when they went from here to North
Carolina. There they met many com-
panionable people at the outset, to be
sure ; but there came a transformation
scene from a round of gayety to a gory
tragedy, and Mr. Gould met his death
after a day of rare pleasure. He bad
been drinking, and in a dispute over
some trivial matter he threatened to
chastise his wife. She replied that he
had better not, for she knew how to de-
fend herself. This sharp retort infuriat-
ed Gould, who made a move to strike
her.

Mrs. Gould carried a dagger in her
girdle, as she had in Atlanta. When
her husband attempted to strike her she
drew the weapon and usd it with fatal
effect. She stabbed her husband several
times, more than one wound being of a
deadly character. His death resulted in
a few moments after che aroused and in-
furiated women had ceased to wield the
dagger, and now the town of Murphy, N.
C., is shocked beyond measure at the
tragedy, while the many acquaintances
of the couple in Atlanta are scarcely less
horrified.
