JAMES V. THE CITY

Argument on Points of Law Involv
ed in the Point Ellice
Bridge Cases.

Mr. Taylor Argues Against Respon-
gibility of the' City in Re-
gard to Repair.

The questions of law in James vs. the
(Corporation of thé city of Victoria were
down for a hearing to-day.

Mr. Justice Drake was the presiding
judge, Mr. W. J. Tuylor ceunsel for the
city, and H. D. Helmcken, Q.C., for the
plaintiff.

At the heginning considerable discus-
sion took place as to what shape the ar-
gument would take, as to whether only
a preliminary point of law.was to be
argued ocv whether this should in reality
be the trial of the action.

His lordship said if it'wasto be a dry,
legal argument to get the opinion of the
court and then the pprties might come
down to frial with evidence to mecet
the court’s ‘opinion, he was not disposed’
to hear it in that way. In a case of
the Vancouver Tramway Company vs.
-Edwards a point of law was argued and
the decision appesled and then the uc-
tion was tried and an appeal taken. The
piecemeal progress of the action was most
unsatisfactory; he hud itried the case
and bhad come to. the conclusion that in
the interests of litigants an action should
be tried once for all, subject, of course,
%o appeal. However, if the judgment in
this argument would decide the action
he would of course hegr. ‘

Both counsel agrecd to take the pres-
ent motion as the trial of the action,
and to his lordship’s guestion they both
said they bhad no objection to his lord-
ship as a ratepayer trying the action.
