His heart is stronger
and bhis circulation better, as demon-
strated by the complete disappearance
of cynosis, so that his hands have again
taken their natural, almest diaphanous
aspect.”

Dr. Lapponi this morning informed the
prelates who were waiting in the ante-
chamber that he had examined the mat-
ter which the Pope had expectorated
thoroughly. and he said he was able to
confirm his diagnosis, having found
traces of blood, clearly demonstrating the
existence of pneumonia.

Everyone noticed that while in the past
Dr. Lapponi never participated in the re-
joic and enthusiasm over the an-
nounced or imaginary amehoration in
the Pope’s condition, remaining always
reserved and anxious looking, this morn-
ing for the first time Dr, Lapponi's face
was tranquil and even hopeful looking.

Struggle Between Cardinals,

Paris, July 9.—Aeccording to the
Journal’s correspondent at Rome, the
Italian government has organized e ' i
thing admirably.

The present struggle between Cardinal
Oreglia and Cardinal Rampclla is be-
coming seric-comic, On the former claim-
ing an apartment in the Vatican, Car-
dinal Rampolla had a thousand chairs
piled up in it. Cardinal Oreglia, says
the Journal's correspondent, told him
that evening that there were possibly
treasures, and in any ecase important
documents in the Pope's goom, and he
must prevent any one entering., ‘some
reladves of cardinals have long fingers.”

Monsignor Volponi Dead.

Rome, July 9.—Monsignor * Velponi,
who was stricken with syncepe yester-
day, died early this morning sheortly after
ithe doctors in attendance had announced
that all hope of saving his life had been
abandoned.

Although the conaumion of the Pope is
still the centre of interest, the case of
Mons. Volponi has attraced much atten-
tion, not only because of his office as sebt-
retary of the consistorial congregation,
to which he had just been appointed hy
Pope Leo, but also on acecount of the
manner in which he was seized by his
fatal illness, and it is hardly possible to
describe the sensation and emotion which
Las prevailed at the Vatican when his
death was announced.

From the moment he was stricken and
fell to the floor, Monsignor Volponi lost
entirely the power of speech and the use
of the entire right side .of his body, and
he was apparently uncnscious when he
died. It has been ascertained that the
cause of death was cerebral cungestion.

It will be impossible to keep the news
of the death of Mons. Volponi from the

In case of the Pontiff's death, says the
newspapers, the Emperor will immeds-
ately return from Scandinavia and pro-
ceed to Rome to take part in the fun-
eral. The truth of the latter statement,
however, is doubted,

GERMAN MEAT LAW.

Belglan and Duteh Shippers Are Capturing
Trade Owing to Its Provisions.

Berlin, July 9.—4The German Meat law,
which went into effect in April, is having
more serious consequences commercially
than was anticipated. As ‘the regulations
required the' inspection of meats and lard
to take place in bonded warehouses before
export, and the inspection fees are heavy,
the German merchants complain that they
are placed at a great disadvantage in tran~
sit trade. They had hitherto supplied Aus-
tria and Switzerland with American mealts
and lard, sending it directly from the bond-
ed warehouses without expense. But, since
the meat law has been applied, the Belgian
and Dutch shippers are getting all the Aus-
trian and Swiss trade and Germany is los-
ing the transit profits. The Germam ship-
pers therefore are calling loudly for the
abolition of the inspectidn requirements in
the cost of export goods.

STUDENTS ARRESTED.

Taken Into Custody When Enterimg Syna-
gogue to Attend Memorial Service.
London, July 9.—According te @ Vienna
dispatc¢h to the Times, a memerial service
for the victims of the Kishineff massacre
was held yesterday in the synagogue of
the Austriaw capital. The students, wish-
ing to show thelr disapproval of the
massacre, decided to attend in a body. At
the entrance to the synagogue they were
surrounded by gendarmes and arrested.
They will be prosecuted for disturbing the

public order.
