Mr, Ames, M.P. for St. Antoine/Division,
Montreal, is undoubtedly a pleasing and
entertaining speaker, and his lecture be.

everyone on Monday night. The lecturer,
moreover, was killing two birds with one
stone, for, while telling bhis hearers all
about the wonderful mechanism of ship-
building and ship handling, he was at the
same time putting in a sly defence of Mr.
Borden’s centralization policy. His object
may be summed up as follows: *“Herewe
see the mightiest navy ever constructed
by man for the defenceof any nation.
Here we see the most tremendous battle-
ships, the most powerful cruisers, the
deadliest torpedo craft, the swiftest
destroyers, the most effective submarines,
the most perfectly trained men, the most
gallant officers ;& vast and complicated
system complete in every part. Here we
see great shipyards equipped with the
most elaborate, intricate and costly ma-
chinery, wherein are being built warships
for all the world. Here are equipment
and supreme skill. Here is courage
backed by the inspiration of centuries of
triumph at sea against every foe. If you
need defence, here is where you will get
it in fullest value for money expended.
Here is where you can have your ships
Jbuilt. Here is the place to instal arma-
ment., Here is the place to get erews, here
is the place to get officers, here is the place
to procure courage, skill and resolution.
Pay your money into the firm and leave
the rest to the Admiralty, who manages
all these things. Never mind bothering
about your own shipyards, your petty
naval beginnings, your feeble first
attempts. First pay your money and
others will protect your interests while
you go your ways in peace under the wing
of mighty Eogland, Here you will get
more protection for your dollar than it i!’
possible to obtain in any other way.
Such to all intents and purposes was the
obvious plea of Mr. Ames’ lecture.

With all-due deference to the purely
mathematical logic of such contentions,
we most emphatically dissent from his
conclusions. The picture of the great ship-
yards swarming with skilled workers- has
the nataral effect of making energctic
Canadiaps deeply desire to see a similar
industry in Canada. The picture of the
gigantic battleship looming in its vast
balk from the water stirs us with a feeling
of emulation till we long to behold a
similar giant owned by us and guarding
our own coasts. The picture of the marvel-
lously trained men and officers carrying
on their work with such quickness and
precision makes us burn with the-~desire

to see a force of equally trained and equal
ly brave Canadians, alert to guard our
own special interests, The pictures also
remind wus that ' the British Navy
in its present form of colossal Dread-
noughts, great oruisers and wonderfu)
submarines, has practically been the crea-
tion of the past ten years—for the ships
and building plants of that time were
small and crude indeed compared with
the present—and that the revolution in
size and method has not been so much a
growthas re-creation. Vastplants havealso
been constructed in other countries since
then where there were no such plants at
all before, And they can be constructed
right here in CANADA, in HALIFAX, The
sight of the world policing naval force of
the Mother Country fills us with awe and
admiration, but not with despair in our
own resources and abilities. Rather does
it fill us with a feeling of just pride and
emulation, that we of the Lion’s brood can
learn to do and dare as the Lion has dared
ani done.

The ®eetiogs bheld last night in St.q
Patrick's and Masonic Halls in the inter-

been carefully made, and from first to last
everything proceeded without a hitch,
Never has this city witnessed more order-
ly and enthusiastic gatherings—gather-
ings that are an earnest of the trinumph of
Liberalism at an early day.
