ЗІ11 і А міТШ Advance. went to shew that freezer was not com­
pleted at the time stipulated, by which 
the Defendants lost heavily in having no 
place to keep theirfish and thatthe freezer 
when completed would not freeze by which 
they lost on their fish in the American 
markets; also bad construction. The evi­
dence all though was very contradictory. 
The Jury returned a verdict as stated 
alone for $17.65 in favour of Plaintiffs.

On the Review,Mr. DesBrisay on behalf 
of the Defendants contended that there be­
ing a special contract between the parties, 
the action did not come under the head of 
Debt as contained in Section 2, chap. 59, 
Consolidated Statutes, and, therefore, the 
Commissioner had no jurisdiction in the 
matter. He cited the case of Rideout re. 
Stevens, 1st Hannay’s Report page 28.

Mr. Wilkinson, Q. C. was Jieard contra. 
He contended that all contracts were 
more or less special. This action could 
be maintained under an indebitatus as­
sumpsit count, and therefore sounded in 
debt and laid within the meaning of the 
section above mentioned, cites Bullen 
and Leake pages 35, 36, 39, 40, and 41. 
He also argued that the commissioner was 
wrong in admitting evidence of lose on 
fish in American markets and otherwise, 
as that must form the subject of a cross 
action. Roscoe Evid. 560. He thought 
commissioner had complete jurisdiction 
and, therefore, verdict should be sustained.

His Honor reserved the judgment with 
costs of reversal and ordered commissioner 
to enter judgment of nonsuit in favor of 
Defendants.

Queen on complaint of Peter Hachey vs. 
E. D. Chase. This was an appeal from an 
order made by D. G. MacLauchlan, Eaq% 
Stipendary Magistrate of Bathurst,where­
by the Defendant was acquitted and the 
Complainant ordered to pay $4.85 cte. 
costs. The complaint was for assault 
and battery. The Stipendary Magistrate 
not having filed his order according 
to law, the appeal stands over till next 
Term, and, in the meantime, the order to 
be filed. The question will arise whether 
the Complainant can appeal from an order 
acquitting the Defendant and ordering the 
Complainant to pay costs.

Court adjourned sine die on Wednesday 
afternoon.

The first cause taken np was Mary 

Dnguay vs Philip Gallichan. This was 
an action of Replevin tried at the last 
July Term, a nonsuit having been granted 
on motion of Mr. DesBrisay. Mr. Lawlor, 
Counsel for Plaintiff, moved for and ob­
tained a fuie nisi calling on Defendant to 
shew cause why nonsuit should not be set 
aside. Tn
follows—Plaintiff had lived with Defend­
ant’s father for some time. The father 
died leaving a will by which he devised to 
the Plaintiff the property in dispute. The 
Executor appointed by the will renounced 
the Executorship and John James Vibert, 
agent of Charles Robin and Company at 
Caraquet, took out letters of administra­
tion cum testamento annexo, as principal 
creditor. The Plaintiff continued in pos­
session of the property for a short time 
after the father’s death, when the Defend­
ant who had not been living with his 
father, came and took the property in dis­
pute out of the Plaintiff’s possession, and 
hence the action. The administrator 
Afterwards took the property from the 
Defendant. The pleas were non cepit, 
property in Executor and, property in 
Administrator cum testamento annexo. 

і The plaintiff took issue on these pleas and 
alleged property in plaintiff.

The chief ground of nonsuit was that 
Plaintiff by putting in evidence, as part 
of her case, the letters of administration, 
cum testamento annexo, had proved the 
property not in herself, but in the ad­
ministrator.

Mr. DesBrisay now showed cause con­
tending tti&t a man if indebted cannot 
give away his property by legacies, nor as 
against the right of the Executor or Ad­
ministrator. The title and right to per­
sonal property vests in the Executor named 
in the will or the Administrator, and the 
Legatee has no legal right to mantain any 
action and has no locus standi in any court 
of law to shew any title in the property. 
All legacies pass to the Executor and the 
Legatee has only an inchoate right which 
must be perfected by obtaining the Ex­
ecutor’s assent. The Legatee has no 
authority to take possession of a legacy 
without the assent of the Executor, even 
if the devisor so directs, and if he the 
Legatee, does so, the Executor may main­
tain trespass against him. The Legatee 
here had shown no such assent, nor had 
she proved property in herself, therefore 
nonsuit must be confirmed. Cites, 5 Bacon 
Ahr. last Eng. Ed. page 118 Title, Lega­
cies; 1st Saunders Reports page 280 D.E. 
note ; Coke upon Littleton, page 111, 
section 167, Tomlins Law Diet. Tit. 
Legacy, Williams on Executors 3rd Ed. 
2nd Vol. pages 1084 and 1085.

Mr. Wilkinson, Q. C. was heard contra. 
The Defendant mistakes entirely the 
ground on which Plaintiff relies. Plain­
tiff does not claim as devisee. Plaintiff 
relies altogether on the ground that she 
was in the actual possession of the goods, 
and possession is good and sufficient title 
against all parties until a better title is 
shewn. Plaintiff could not claim as 
against Executor or Administrator, but as 
against the Defendant here who is a wrong­
doer, her possession is sufficient to main­
tain an action. Defendant has no right to 
plead property in a third party. A person 
claiming through a third party must shew 
authority of such third party. No such 
authority is shewn here.—Ergo 2nd and 
3rd pleadings demurrable, being insuffi­
cient as setting np a dies testit For these 
reasons nonsuit must be set aside and ver­
dict entered for Plaintiff, cites Bullen and 
Leake.3rd Ed. pages 801, 802, note B, 292, 
417, 717, 9., Williams on Executors, pages 
166, 664.

The Church la Hew Brunswick.
The Church Guardian of last week gives 

the following interesting statistics of the 
Church of England in the Diocese of 
Fredericton:—

Whole number of Clergy in the Diocese—
Bishop, 1; Clergy, 73; total 74. Of the 
Clergy, 69 are engaged in active parochial 
work.

The changes in the Diocese, from July,
1878, to October 1879, have been as fol­
lows: —

Clergy deceased—Revs. A. Wood, N.
A. Coster, Canon Harrison, and C. G.
Coster.

Clergy removed—Bers. F. A. Hosfield,
S. Boyd.

Clergy Ordained—Revs. E. t*. Flewel- 
ling, W. J. Wilkinson, W. Greer, F.
Towers, A. Hoadley.

Clergy Received—Revs. 0.8. Newnham, 
from Nova Scotia; R. M. Edwards, from 
Maine; W. M. Groton, from Massachusetts!
Geo. Love, from New York; T. N. Jones, 
from Massachusetts; C. P. Mulvaney, from 
Ontario.

The total amount of bequests and trusts 
held by the Society is $108,945.27, of 
which $77,120.00 are invested for the 
General Missionary Fund, and the bal­
ance is limited to various special trusts, 
such as the Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund, 
$12,530.84; Incapacitated Clergy $5467,75; 
Divinity Scholarship 1251,84; Education 
ef Children of the Clergy $1425,79, and 
some others. The yearly income from 
these investments was $5,590.80.

Only two clergy on the old S. P. G. list 
survive.

There are four S. P. G. pensions to 
widows of the clergy on the S. P. G. list.

A legacy of $100.00 was received last 
year from the late John Inch, of New 
Jerusalem, Queens Co.

The whole number of Churches is 90. 
Chapels 27; Stations 120; Parsonages 39;

Baptisms—Infante 1172, Adults 55; 
several parishes not reporting. Confirmed 
349. Communicants about 5000. Mar­
riages 245. Burials 569. Teachers in 8.
S. 469; Scholars 4007. This list is incom­
plete, as several parishes did not report.

The largest number of Baptisms was 82 
Infants and 7 adults from St George’s, 
Carleton; the next 74 Infants from St.
Mark’s, St John; the third 31 Infants and 
14 adults from St George. The largest 
number Confirmed was 65 in Fredericton; 
the next 43 in Richmond. The largest 
number of funerals was 32 in Kingston; the 
smallest number 2 in Wicklow.

The following parishes report income 
from Glebe or Church Lands drawn from 
land or investments from sale of lands: An­
dover $24;Cambridge $90;Carleton $304.30; 
Chatham $60; Derby $36; Gage town 
$107.40; Grand Manan $65; Lancaster $6;
Manger ville $40; Norton $90; Petereville 
$70; Prince Williams $78.16; Queensbnry 
$114; Sackville $211 ; St David $40; 
Shediac $465 ; Springfield $209 ; Stanley 
$34.84 ; Sussex $294.26; Westmorland 
$260.40 ; Woodstock $162. The greatest 
amount of contributions for all church pur­
poses was from Moncton, $2,135 ; the next 
Rothesay, $2,014 ; the third Richmond,
$1,480. The city parishes did not report 
theirs. The missions were never so com­
pletely filled up before, new work has been 
undertaken in various places, and the 
Society’s report shows a large amount of * 
earnest, successful labour. And we un­
derstand from many of the clergy that 
numbers from other bodies during the past 
year have come into the old Church which 
their fathers or ancestors left. We thank
God,and take courage.—Guardian.
