The coustruction of the Miramichi Rail-
way, and the prospect of the early begin«
ning of the Central are calculated to

.| attract public attention to the country to

be opened up by these new highways.
As is well known these roads will be ex-
clusively upon the coal measures, and
consequently no one who is familiar with
the character of land in the Proviuce will
need to be told that much of the soil is
not of first quality. Nevertheless the
future, in an agricultural point of view,
of the district to be opened by these roads
is by no means unpromising. Two points
are worthy of notice in connection with
wild land in New Brunswick; one is
that even inferior land near a
railway will be taken up and profitably
tilled, and the other that much land
which at first sight appears not of high
rank, is found to improve in cultivation,
and be capable of being converted into ex-
cellent farms. Again there is so much
land of the very highest quality, yet re-
maining unoccupied, that it has not. yet
been found necessary for the growing
population to cultivate soil that in many
countries would be readily taken up and'
worked to great advantage, These rail-
ways above mentioned will opena very
largearea. On as careful an estimate as can
be made from existfng data there are with-
in it about 100,000 acres of very good land,
Of this about one-kalf lics to the north
of the Miramichi, and the remainder
between the Miramichi and the Central,
principally between the head of Grand
Lake and the Intercolonial Railwsy. That
is to say, it is possible to make one thou-
sand hundred acre locatioms within this
tract, upon land sufficiently good to be at-
tractive to The lusion is
warranted by the history of other settle-
ments that the occupation of 100,000 acres
by settlers implies within a few yearsa
population of fully 10,000 people. This
wauld serve a basis of settlement, and the
occupation of lands of not so guod quality
would follow as a matter of course, as has
been the case inf the settlements along the
Intercolonial in Kent County. When
that road was first located there wasa
general outery that the land would unever
be settled, but it has been, and the set-
tlers are doing fairly well, although the
contrary to this has been represented. It
i8 impossible to form even an approxima-
tion of the acreage within the tract in
question which will ultimately be found]
capable of successful cultivation ; but it
must be very large. It is worth the con-
sideration of the government whether two
or more highway roads might now be ad-
vantageously made through this section
which will be surrounded on all sides by
railways. The poorest of the land is that
The back part of
Maugerville Parish and the northern corn-
er of St. Mary’s are not of good qualities®
A very thorough survey of this area
which comprises about 120,000 acres, was
made in 1835 by Kilpatrick, Deputy Crown
Land Surveyor. His returns showed
considerable good land, but it is scattered
over the whole area, the several tracts be-
ing separated by barrens and tracts of
poor land ; but much of it will no doubt
be occupied after the railways get into
operation. 1t would not probably be an
over estimate to say that within the dis.
trict to be developed by the Central and
Miramichi Railways, there will be found,
on good and second rate land, ample space
for three thousand one hundred acre
jocations, which would permit of an
agricultural development equal to the
present development in this respect of
Nocthumberland and Gloucester counties.
A large part of the trade of this section can
be drawn to Fredericton, and it becomes
therefore a matter of local interest that
steps shovld be taken to have the country
opened up and settled, —Gleaner.
