UPON THE UPPER HOUSE.

Dr. Atkinson moved the resolution, when
it was stated by the provincial secretary
that the motion was clearly one of want
peonfidence and the government would
80 treat it. He said that all the infor-
mation as to the expenditure was con-
tained in the public accounts, and if any
hon. member desired any further informa-
tion of any nature with reference to the
stables, thie government would be very
glad to furnish.it on inquiry being made
in the usual and proper manner. He said
-that no charges were preferred against
" the government and ngG, reason whatever
had been shown for the adoption of the
resolation, and it was simply one of want
of confidence, On the vote being taken
the speaker deciared it lost, when the
s of the opp tion called for the
names. The speaker asked those voting
for the resolution to rise, but when they
rose and saw the smalloess of their num-
bers the leader of the opposition objected
_ ‘to the names being taken, bus the govern:
ment were determined that the names
should be recorded, the attorney-general
at the time stating that if the upposition
chose .to ,adopt the tactics of making
motions of this kind, withont rhyme or
reason, they must take the consequences
of the vote and the names should go on
the journals. The vote stood 24 for the
government and 12 for the opposition.
Mr, Melanson voted with the government,
giving a majority of two.to ome. Mr.
* Baird was absent from the house when
the voté was taken but, coming in short-
ly afterwards, requested that his name
shonld be added to those voting against
she resolution, thus making the govern-
ment majority 13 in a -house of 37, the
speaker being in the - chair and Messrs.
McKeown, Palmer and Perley being
absent. .
“The vote of Mr. Melanson in favor of
the government on-this want of conhdence
motion 18 convincing proof that he, is
satisfied that no charges have yet been
. proved against the government which
would show them to be uaworthy of the
confidence of the house. Mr. Melanson is
one of the most intelligent members of
the house, almost always in his place and
paying close attention to the proceedings
“of the honse. He had followed the vari-
. ous discussioLs apparently. with great
care, and his vote on_the guestion does
eredit to bis good judgement and manly
independence. There are others who,
- from their associations, have felt them-
selves constrained to vote with the opposi-
tion, who are becoming disgusted with
the petty warfare which is being- carried
* on by the leaders of that side, and who
. are . impressed with the complete and
successful way in which the government
have met their attacks. The leader of
the opposition is cootinually making
sneering references to the government
" supporters as being followers, sometimes
.descending so far as to speak of them as
serfs.. When that hon. gentieman has
used -this and equally choice language
with regard to the supporters of the gov-
ernment, your correspondent has heard
persons remarking that it would not be
* very long Lefore the lesder of the opposi-
tion will have but few followers to boast
of. The evidence of want of cohesion and
dissatisffiction with the tactics of their
leader are becoming stronger every day.
“Mr, Young to-day tried one of hig
mancenvres by suddenly and unexpected-
ly: introducing a bill, drawn up in the
erudest possible shape, for the abolition
of the legislative couneil. Mr. Harrison,
. who had no opportunity to coufer with
hin colleagues in the government at all
‘s to'the action that ehould be taken, and
being pf opinion’ that the bill was one
which™ affected the public revenue and
ought to be introduced as agovernment
measure, called the attention of the house
to the point and coutended that the bill
could not be read unless recommended by
the lieutenant governor. Oa the vote
being taken on the question the house
divided evenly.so the bill dropped for the
present Everybody understood that Mr.
Young was not sincere in making this
move, as he had not given any previous
notice of it or consulted with any member
of the government or, indeed, so far as
can be ascertained any member of the
house friendly to the government. His
object was to present the appearance of
being a friend to tke abolition while
knowicg that a measure of that charac-
ter involved the public revenues and
wonld need to emanate from the govern-

The government being informed of the
bill that it afforded an oppor-
tunity-to effect their wish to abolish the
upper house, and Mr. Harrison was in-
structed to withdraw his objections,
which he subsequently did. Mr. Young
was therefore, obliged to introduce his
. bill, bat he, at oncs, eaused it to be re-
ferred to a committee of seven members
%o ‘have its crudities eliminated. It is
not likely that it will pass this session.

such advantage that a policy: of con-
cillistion and Free Trade was unani-
mously favored, But the necessity for a
war tariff arose in the United States, and
the high tariff was thus established, and
all knew how hard it was once a duty
was established, to have it removeds Be-
lieving that Canada had shown sympathy
with the South the United States abro-
gated that treaty, and the result wasa
season of difficulty and depression for all |
the great industries of Canada.

While Mr. Mitchell was speaking Sir
John Macdonald left the chamber. The
New Eruunswicker was evidently a good
deal nettled, and declared h:s regret that
the Premier could not spare the time to
listen to a few truths he had to tell him.
He eulogised Sir John for his ability. and
gor the work he had done for Canada.
(Miuvisterial Cheers.) Before '78 he (Mr.,
Mitchell) was unfortunately led into the
system koown as the National Policy.
He had tried to find out what that system
meant, and was assured of one thing, that
it did not mean a duty upon the food of [
the people. This being so, he was willing
to concede a maximum of 25 per cont.
duties on manufactured articles for the
protection of producers of these articles.
But in the campaign of '78 he found that
the National Policy meant duty on flour,
on cornmeal,on beef and pork, on all sortg
of articles of prime necessity among the
people. The result was a gerveral success
for the Premier, but ‘‘some of ns were
slaughtered,” he said. *“I know that
flour duty fixed me in my zounty andl
was left at home for four years.” And
he found, moreover that duties were
raised in some cases to 50 per cent. and
even higher, while very many articles in
common use were taxed 50 per cent and
over. The object avowed for the National
Policy was to secure reciprocity of trade
with the United States. But though the
promiges and understandings made at that
time had been set aside and not recog-
nized it was not until this session that the
mask was wholly thrown off. Now they
found the President of the Council (Mr.
Colby), the chosen mouthpiece of the
Government, declaring that Reciprocity
wonld be injurious to the couuntry.
(Cheers.) At last they knew that the
Government meant a policy of retaliation
and restriction—of sccking to provoke
to retaliation the people of the United
States. (Cheers.) And what was it for?
The Goverument had drawn around them
a circle of boodlers who for all he knew
helped to pay their election expenses and
he believed they did*

V" Mr. Mitchell—What's that?"

Dr. Ferguson repeated the statement,
but Mr. Mitchell did not hear.

With asweep of his hand, as if he
would wipe his interrupor off the face of
the earth, he exclaimed, ‘1 can't hear
you; shut up if you can’t speak up.”
He went on to declare that they might
as well speak hounestly about this thing.
There was an election coming and this
chauge in the tariff was intended to con-
ciliate Ontario, But he contended that
theee turitf changes would be of great dis-
advantage to the Maritime Provinces.
The Finance Ministé®® in his glib way
might try to make it appear otherwise,
but the facts were agaiost him, In New
Brunswick the great industries were fish-
ing and lumbering. The lumbermen of
New Biunswick were not like those of
the Ottawa Valley or of Western Ontario,
dealing in such valuable woods as pine
aod having a big margin to work upon.
The principal articles used in the lumber
ca&lps were flour, pork, lard, (which was
the butter of the camp), beans and beef.
The duty on mess purk was now made
1} cents a pound and clear pork 3 cents a
pound. Thisaiticle iavolved not merely
a great hardship Lut also a great anomaly,
showing that the man who made the
tarif did pot understand the trade.
Clear pork was largely used in the camps
and had some important advantages over
mess pork.” Yet the clear pork was to-
day 50 cents a barrel less thaa mess, and

iguoring such a state of affairs the Gov-
ernment placed twice the duty on the
clear that they did on the mess pork.
He read a letter sizaed by the leading
lambermen of his seciion of the country
protesting against the proposed duty as

burdensome and unjust, He readalio'a

letter from a St. John firm, whom he de-
clared to be the strongest sapporters of

the Govornmeat there, complaining of

the duty on molasses as likely to lead to

misunderstanding, confusion and delay
and to injure the business materially.

Mr. Foster said, ‘‘That’s not much,”

his words being a f.ir indication that he
had come in contact with far more vigor-

our kickers among his best friends.

Mr. Mitchell went on to read the pro-
test of the same firm against the propesed
pork duties also. He denounced in
vigorous language the National Policy as
at present carried out, for the reason that
it imposed grievous burdens upon the
pzople while not beuneliting a single indus-
try in the section of couatry from which
he came. Turning to a consideration of
the international phase of the question, he
deplored the Government’s attitude as
likely to give aid and conmfort to #hose in
the United States who favored the Mec-
Kinley Bill while discouarging the noble
men who would establish Fres Trade with
Canada. If the Americans placed "on
Canadian products the prohibitory duties
now proposed it would paralyse Canada.
(*“No, no” and cheers.) The Govern-
ment’s policy, he declared, was doing
more than any other influence to make
Annexalionists in this country. He con-
trasted Mr. Colby’s attitude now with his
declaration in */8 that he favored the N.
P. as it would bring about Reciprocity;
that he favorea Reciprocity and would be
against the Government that did not
endeavor to obtain it.

Mr. Colby—We never have obtained
it, have we? :

Mr. Mitchell—Do you expect to get it
by Haunting the red rag of detiance in the
face of the United States? He pointed a
warning finger at Mr. Colby, and declared
that the policy of the Government was
not what had been 1epresented; that the
Government had obtained their place by
frand, aud now kept it by the same means.
He asked the House to consider the posi-
tion of the Northwest, and declared that
the members. from that section secretly
rebelled against the government’s policy,
which had done so much harm, but they
dare not speak out for fear the Govern-
ment would shut off the supplies from
that country, He eulogised Mr Davin's
remarkable speech of the other evening,
ani seemed even ready to forget that
gentleman’s hitherto subservient attitude
toward the Government. The Northwest

had always done. He would guard her
dignity, but he'did not believe in a policy
of brag and bluster which could end in
no good for the country. Under pre-
tence of readjusting the tariff the Govern-
ment was taxing the people for additional
revenue unnecessarily, and against this
he strongly protested. On sitting dewn
after his admjirable speech the hon. gen-
tleman was loddly cheered.
