Board of Trade was held in the Board 

ade rooms yesterday afternoon. 
Bt Interesting report from the 
India delegates was read by H. 

B. Schofield. The report of the sub­
sidy committee was adopted and sev­
eral communications from other Boards 
of Trade were received and recom­
mended.

W. Frank Hatheway suggested that 
a small Committee of members outside 
the council be appointed to consider a 
letter received from the Toronto Board 
of Trade In reference to civil service 
appointments.

Ц was moved and carried that a 
small committee be appointed In this 
matter. J. N. Harvey, E. L. Rising and 
J. B. Secord were appointed a commit­
tee. The resolution is: “Whereas, the 
existing system of appointments to the 
civil service of Canada is unsound in 
principle and does not secure the high­
est- -.standard of efficiency in the per­
formance ofithe duties involved; there­
fore be It resolved that the Board of 
Trade of Toronto urge the federal par­
liament and the provincial legislatures 

adbpt measures having for their ob­
ject the placing of the Canadian civil 
service on a non-political basis, and to 
make merit and ability the sole test for 
entering such services and for ad­
vancement therein.”
