_BABY MINE HORROR.

Bodies of Eight Prominent Virginiar
\ Recovered.

They Had Met' Death Suddenly and With=
tout Pain—The Fire Still Continues.

BLUBFIELD, W. Vo., Nov. 2¢.—The
dead bodies of the lost party of eight
well known mining men who entered
West Mine of the Pocahontas Col-
lieries Co. on Friday morning last at
11 o'lclock were recoyered at 12.45
o'clock - today.

‘At 7 o’clogk this mormng a rescuing
party, numbering forty persons, enter-
ed at the main enfrance, bratticing
the mine as they went in order to im-
prove the circulation of the air. They
‘had ‘reached a distance of 3,000 feet
from the entrance when they encoun-
tered such qu&ntities of white damp
that it was. impossible to.proceed fur-
ther. Retracing their steps they de-
cided to make another. attempt from
the - Tug, K River  entrance, some . six
miles across the flaf top mountain.
They went in this entrance about 10.30
o'clock, and after going a distance of
sonwe six hundred. feet found the dead
bodies.of A. §, Hurst, chief ingpector;
Bob Odham, sub-inspector, and Fra-
zier G. Bell, mining engineer, all hud-
dled together. From their positions
they ‘Mmust -have’ met death 'suddenly
and ywithout, pain.

deadly white damp to escape alive.
