NEXANDER'S
JOURREY'S EXD

Noted British Explorer “Mur-
dered In Africa—Won Many
Military And Geographical
Honors In Dark Continent.

London, May 26.—Word has reach-
ed the Foreign Office of the murder
by natives of Capt, Boyd Alexander,
the traveller and explorer and natural-
ist, near Wadai in the French Congo.
No details accompanied the informa-
tion.

Capt. Boyd Alexander, F. R. G. 8,
F. Z. 8., was the oldest son- of Lieut.-
Col. Boyd Francis Alexander of the
Rifie Brigade, who served in the
Crimean campaign of 1854 and in the
Indian Mutiny, taking part in the bat-
tle of Cawnpore, the seige of Luck-
now, the Oudh campaign and the ac-
tion at Nawabgunge and being twice
wounded while commanding the
storming party in the attack on Fort
Birwah,

Capt. Alexander was the oldest of
three sons. He was born in 1873 and
was educated at Radley College. He
entered the Seventh, or Militia, Bat-
talion of the Rifle Brigade in 1893
and became captain in 1898, after his
return frem the Cape de Verde Is-
lands, to which he had led a scientific
expedition. In 1898 and 1899 he was
the leader of another expedition
which explored the Zambesi River.
Then he was appointed to the Gold
Coast constabulary. In this service
he took part in the relief ef Coomas-
gle in 1900 and two years later re-
ceived a medal with clasp and was

inted to a jssion in the
regular Rifle Brigade.

In 1904 he returned to the fleld of
exploration and led a scientific' expedi-
tion to Fernando Po. This expedition
succeeded in ascending Mount St.
Isabel and discovered many mnew

birds.

The following three years Capt.
Alexander spent with the Alexander-
Gosling expedition, which crossed Af-
rica from the Niger to the Nile. He
was the sole survivor of the three
principal leaders of this expedition.
After the death of Capt. Gosling at
Niang: Capt. Al der continued
the work of exploring the upper basin
of the Welle and ascended the Ki-
ball. In this region he found seams
of magnetic iron ore. He then led the
expedition northward and crossed the
Congo-Nile watershed to the Yei, de-
termining the character of the river
and finding that although the upper
courses of the river are much ob-
structed by rapids there is a fine open
river for a hundred miles below Av-
urra.

LITTLE DAVID
AND THE LORDS

Youthful/ Heir to the Throne
Has Perfect Right to Vote
in Venerable Body --- Will
Not Do So.

As an illustration of the absurdity
of some of the privileges which per-
tain to certain titles in the Old Land,
nothing could be more conviicing
than the comnsideration of one pos-
sessed by the Duke eof Cornwall
The title belongs to the heir spparent
to the British throme when such heir
is the son of the reigning monarch.
Were he the grandson, or otherwise
related, the duchy and its revenues
would revert to the Crown. But the
peculiar feature of the case is this,
that no Duke of Cornwall is con-
sidered a minor. He has by statute,
all the rights of one who has attain-
ed manhood, even though he be a
babe in swaddling clothes. The late
King, for instance, had the right to
vote in the House of Lords before he
could walk, as he became DPuke of
Cornwall by reason of his mother
being upon the throne. Indeed, he
was theoretically “of age” and the
administrator of the duchy when an
fnfant, and a special act of Parlia-
ment had to be passed to vest these
powers in his mother until he became
twenty-one.

“Little David,” as the present Duke
of Cornwall, Albert Edward, is gen-
erally called, has already the right
to vote in the House of Lords, though
he is but sixteen years of age. That
he will do so is improbable. Like his
grandfather, he will probably abstain
from voting until he is twenty-one.
As a matter of practice, the heir-ap-
parent seldom veotes on a contentious
question, the one occasion upon which
King Edward, when Duke of Corn-
wall, departed from this course be-
ing when he pronounced in favor of
the deceased Wife's Sister bill. Bat
while Little David may not enter the
Lords until he is twenty-ome, and
will doubtless sit upon one of the
stain from voting even then, he ac-
tually possesses the power to vote
now, a privilege all the more absurd
when it is remembered that it would
be as surely ‘his if he were six instead
of sixteen,

COUNTESS WS
FOUND GULTY

Tarnovsky and Two Accom-
plices Convicted of the Mur-

der of Her Husband--Only

Maid Acquitted.

ety

Venice, May 24.—The trial of the
Countess Tarnovsky, Dr. Naumoff,
Lawyer Prilukoff, and the Countess
maid, Elise Perrier, all accused of
complicity in the murder of Count
Kamarowsky has ended in the con-

viction of the three first named. The
maid was acquitted.

The jury found that Naumoff and
Countess Tarnovsky were not- fully
responsible for their acts.
gentenced to thrée and -eight years’
imprisonment, respectively. Prilukoff
was sentenced to ten years' imprison-
ment,

For nearly 100 days the Tribunal of
St. Mark has been witnessing this re
markable trial. Persons of wealth
and leisure from all over ltaly, even
from abroad,* have almost dafly
thronged the corridors eof the Assize
Court. Women of the Venetian no-
bility, when denied admittance to the
reserved inclosure, have disguised
themselves as servants, and watched
the proceedings from the public gal
lery.

The Duke of the Abruzzi, cousin of
the King, was in constant attendance
for over a week.

The Countess Marie Tarnovsky was
of course, the principal defendant
She was accused of cunningly causing
the jealous youth, Nikolas Naumoft,
to journey from Vienna to Venice and

kill the Count. The Moscow lawyer,
Prilukoff, cognizant of Naumoff's
errand and the motive behind it, fol-

lowed the youth with the intention
of preventing the crime—according
to his own statement—or of dispatch-

ing the murderer after hé had slain
the Count—according to indictment.

Both Naumoff and Prilukeff charged
that it was the Countess who had

conceived the whole plot, that she had
made similar plots before, and had
promised each man that she would
be his as soon as Count Kamarovsky
had been put out of the way. Both
had deserted home and family for her.

In suppert of their testimony the
past life of the Countess was shown,
She is 30 years of age and the de-
scendant’ of the Irish family of
O'Rourke. Her father is Count
Ourik, a wealthy Privy Councillor of
Kieff, Twelve years ago she married
Count Tarnavsky. They had three
children. She was not happy with
her husband, and showed affection for
a young officer whom the husband

shot. The husband was tried and ac-
quitted, and got a divorce. It was
during the divorce proceedings that

she met Prilukoff,

1t was charged by the prosecution
that the Countess had a mania for
making men love her and then turn-
ing them again¥t one another. It was
shown that he had repeatedly em-
braced Count Kamarovsky befor«
young Naumoff, and had shown the
latter letters,

some of which were
forth this conundrum: “Why am 1
like Theodore Roosevelt whenever 1
come into this office?
