EDUGHTION

Rev. W. H. Barraclough, in
Eloquent Sermon, Points
to Pressing Needs of Prop-
‘er Instruction. .

A system of education which makes
for the intellectual, physical and mor-
al development of the youth was ad-
vocated by Rev. W. H. Barraclough,
pastor of Centenary church, in his ser-
mon last evening on “Our Educational
Forces,” the second of the sertes
which he is delivering. He deplored
the fact that in our schools there is
not more attention given' to the mor-

and physical phase of education.

e urged that the Bible he given its
due place in our public schools. The
aim of true education, the speaker
said, is the development of charac-
ter, the training of the moral side of
the child. We fail in this respect if
the lessons which the Bible teaches
are not‘ instilled in the mind of the
child. He was glad to know that the
Bible is read and prayer recited, but
greater attention should be given to
the religious teaching of the pupil. He
also strongly favored making the kin-
dergarten a part of the school system
and coming under the control of the
educational department,

The speaker impressed upon his
hearers the need of true education if
the standard of citizenship in the com-
munity is to be what it should. It had
been recognized among the ancients,
he said, that to have a strong people
it was essential to have an instruct-
ed people; the strength of a nation
does not lie wholly in its armaments,
but in a strong citizenship. Nothing
durable can be founded on ignorance,
We are ambitious today for the stabili.
ty and supremacy of our empire, and
it is necessary to develop an intelli-
gent people. To do this the school
must be ready and able to assume this
responsibility.

The responsibility which rests on
the common school .is weighty. Many
of the children whom it undertakes to
moulq into good citizens are handi-
capped at the start by unfavorable en-
vironments, and the school often has
to do the work which belongs essen-
tially in the home. A common school
training is the right of every child;
a college training is the inalienable
right of every boy or girl who wants
it. With-the changed conditions of to-
day the latter is possible in most
cases. It is a deplorable fact, how-
ever, that many of our boys and girls
are forcibly deprived of their.right to
an elementary schooling and sent to
work in the mill or the factory, It is
the duty of every Christian man and

in the ity see-that
the child receives its right in this res-
pect.

In reference to colleges the speaker
repudiated the idea that such training
will necessarily raise up a class of
young men or women who will despise
labor. The fleld for the trained mind
today is limitless; the undiscovered
things in the universe of science are
legion and but await more trained
minds to discover them and give hu-
manity the benefit of them.

SEIRES Sk
IF TOBAG

R-v, A. T, Gouthey D liv-
ers Warning Nete to those
who Use “Weed” in Any
Form,

In the Carmarthen street Methodist
church last evening Bvangelist
Gouthey in an able and forceful ser-
mon dealt with the gseneral vice and
corruption of the human race. The
sin of “God forgetfulness” which led
to an indifference and disinterest in
the Supreme Being, and the attach-
ment of too great value to the tangible
things of the world, he pointed out,
were the prime factors of evil.

A special service was held in the
church last evening and ® large conm-
gregation was present to hear Rev.
A. P. Gouthey, who is cdéhducting a
series of evangelistic servités .n that
church. 0

In considering sin and’ its causes
the speaker made some startling reve-
lations of the deteriorating and evil
effects of tobacco in the various
forms. Commenting on the cigarette
habit, he said, “It is very seldom
you find a cigarette smoker who is
not a thief and a liar also.” Speaking
further on the smoking habit he re-
marked that he had recently - read
that in Montreal renowned physicians,
presumable the best in America, had
stated that in seven cases out of every
ten the death.list in the public hos-
pitals could trace its origin to he use
of tobacco.

Some of the most dangerous and con.
tageous diseases; Rev. .Mr. Gouthey
sald, could be traced directly from the
use .of tobacco. In a section’ of the
western states. a number of cases of
leprosy, after a careful lnvestluuon,l
had been traced to a factory where
cigarettes were handled by Chinese.

That each cigarette produced is
soaked in opium in order to create
a craving for the weed was a state-
ment made by the speaker.

As an {llustration of the evil effects
tobacco has on the human mind, the
speaker said, that on the Ohio river
in the Stateof Kentucky, fora stretch
of twelve miles there was not anyoce
capable of instructing the children:
in school and that the children were
s0 dull that an idea could hardly
penetrate their minds. This, he point.
ed out, was all caused simply through
the prevalence of tobacco in that sec-
tion, and the constant working with
and usage of it in its various forms.
The conditions under which tobacco
was manufactured, he said, was pro-
ductive of disease. -

Connecting the use of tobacco with
social vice, he remarked, that the
acquiring of the cigarette habit was
the first step downward. :

It was the placing of a high consider.
ation on the things of this world and
neglect to remember our relation to
God and eternity that was largely re-
ible for the corruption and evil
