“The first line that was shot out by
the life savers hit the side of the
schooner, and I saw the captain leap
for it. He missed it and a sea washed
Iim back ov deck. He. cried:—'My
God, my leg is gone!’ The next in-
stant another sea carried him off the
deck and I didn't see him again.

“Then the gale increased with a
sudden blow to a hurricane, and all
the masts and the rigging went over
board with a terrific crash, and with it
went the cook and a sailor.

“I happened to be lashed to the only to

mast that wasn’'t broke off at the deck,
and when I looked around everybody
was gone but me. Then, when the life
savers shot another line across the
schooner I grabbed it. I couldn't make
it fast, go 1 lashed it about my body
and leaped into the breakers. Well, 1
guess they pulled me ashore.”

periods with out any semblance of
knock, or pre-ignition from dirt in the
engine; indeed, it is the only form of
internal combustion engine with which
we are acquainted which actually runs
better, rather than worse, in the na-
tural condition of a gas engine, le,
dirty. We are not at the moment
disoussing the relative merits of pop-
pets and sleeves, but we say without
hesitation that we do not know of
any equally efficient poppet engine
which will run as lohg as a sleeve
engine without requiring decarbon-

ing.

Ladies and Gentlemen,—At the con-
clusion of my statement Friday night
I referred to a scheme proposed or
favored by Gutelius, involving a great
loss to our city, and in which he had
the confidence of the Mayor. The
scheme consisted of the development
of the Lower Cove Basin, and was
promoted after the name of Gutelius
had become well known to you, and
his friendship and loyalty to St. John
were established.

The proposition was presented at a
special meeting of the council, and at
10.30 a. m. of the same day I met the
Mayor on Canterbury street, when he
informed me that he had a plan,
which he had received in connection
with the developing of the Intercolo-
nial and adjacent properties at Lower
Cove. He had consulted with a party
who thought he could persuade the
government to make the necessary
appropriation for the work, if the city
would petition the government to
have the work done. While the party
referred to did not want his name
mentioned in connection with the
matter, he thought best to inform me,
who it was, so that, there would be
no need of éenquiry being made at the
council, as the party considered, that,
if his name was mentioned it would
kill the proposition,

The pMn was submitted to the coun-
¢il, and explanations made as to the
capacity of the proposed develop-
ments. The matter being entirely
foreign to me, it was natural that, 1
should make some enquiries relative
fo the sizes and capacity of the doeks,
the amount of property required, the
closing up of Sydney Market Slip, the
future disposition of the businesses
now being conducted on the site, and
of the conveniences at present afford-
ed for the smaller kinds of craft, such
as fishing smacks, schooners, scows
and tugboats.
The property required, exclusive of
that now controlled by the govern-
ment, would consist of, the balance of
the property owned by the city along
the Charlotte extension, all the pri-
vate and city property on the south
side of Brittain street, from Charlotte
street to the south western corner of
Reedg Wharf. The amount of city
property to be acquired, would include
the lot alongside the Charlotte street
extension, all property under lease
from the city, Sydney Market Wharf
and SHp, Quinn's Wharf and the south
side of Reeds Point Wharf or what is
known as the Anchor Line Wharf.
From further enquiry I learned,
that, in order for the city to benefit to
the extent of having docks construct-
ed, from which all revenue must pass
to the railway, the city would only be
expected to transfer gratis all its in-
terest in the properties enumerated.
This was considered a great bar
gain for the city, and the Mayor ex-
pressed a desire to have the matter
disposed of immediately.

The following questions presenting
themselves to me:—Who proposed,
that the city petition to have the work
done? Was the proposal made to save
the cost of expropriating? What in.
terest was paramount in the suggest-
lon, I. C. R, or city? What value ac-
criied to the city from 'the develop-
ments? What would the capitalized
value of the city’s property be? Would
the value accruing to the city compen.
sate the city for a gift of its proper-
ties? What effect would the construc-
tion of two modern piers, have on ad-
Jacent city wharf property? What jus-
tification would the city have to close
Sydney Slip? Is the public well satis-
fied with the results obtained, from
the different gifts of city ‘property to
corporations?

1 immediately voiced my opposition
to any motion which involved the ac-
ceptance of any such plan, until the
public had the fullest information on
the matter and the name of the party
who did not want his name mention-
ed. The matter was laid on the table
for further consideration. At the reg-
ular meeting on the following Monday
the matter was further discussed, and
1 vigorously opposed it, with the re-
sult that a resolution was passed fa-
voring the government developing the
property which it owned, and known
as the Durant or Sugar Refinery prop-
erty. This resolution meant nothing,
but was simply an excuse for some
action, after attempting to press the
other.

Here was a case where the value of
the city property, to be given away,
was evidently not conBidered, and if
you will take the time to estimate the
value, I believe you will agree with
me, that the Mayor must have had
some confidence in the promoter,
whose name was GUTELIUS.
