In criticising accounts compari­
sons were frequently made by op­
position critics of financial condi­
tions under the present govern­
ment as compared with their pre­
decessors. There could be no fair 
comparison because under old ad­
ministration there was no honest 
system of bookkeeping which 
would show how accounts stood.
One of the first acts of the pre­
sent administration after getting 
into office in 1908 was to pass the 
audit act, the object of which was 
to take care that not one single 
dollar of provincial money could 
be spent without proper authority 
and so obviate the possibility of a 
repetition of such scandals as had 
taken place under the old admin­
istration. He did not need to re­
mind honorable members of a gen­
tleman who was in the late gov­
ernment ^who borrowed from the 
provincial treasury from time to 
time as he needed funds and cov­
ered up his dealings with public 
funds by making use of suspense 
accounts. When he left the pro­
vincial arena he took with him 
$4,331 of public moneys of this 
province which he didn't return 
until exposure became imminent.
There were no inquiries in those 
days from honorable members ag 
to what happened to public funds,

• so the audit act was passed to 
make it Imperative that every dol­
lar of money which was spent 
should be strictly accounted for.
Under the old administration 
searching accounts through year 
after year nowhere is any men­
tion made of a liquor license fund, 
yet that administration spent from 
$25,000 to $30,000 every year on 
that account. This item like many 
others was carefully hidden away 
from public knowledge.
The audit act demands that all re­

ceipts and expenditures must be set 
out in full so that the public may 
know what the real state of affairs is.

Balance a Real One.

The St, John Telegraph says that if 
the government had paid Mitchell’s 
account of $2,337, the small surplus 
they had would have been reduced.
But if the present government had 
done as their predecessors did and if 
they had put moneys received from * 
the sale of Crown lands into ordinary 
revenue, and bonuses received from 
timber licensee, neither of which were 
ordinary revenue in any sense of the 
word, they -would have had a very 
much bigger surplus still. The sur­
plus set out by the government was a 
real one and, what was more, when 
they struck their balance at the end 
of the fiscal year all bille that had then 
been rendered had been paid and the 
balance appearing as on hand was an 
actual existing balance. That was 
more than could be said of balances 
which the old administration claimed 
to have from year to year. In 1902, for 
instance, they passed an act bonding 
expenditures which they had made for 
repairs on ordinary bridges end roads 
and which should have been charged 
to ordinary expenditure to the amount 
of $150,000; but they had not waited 
until 1902 and legislation was passed 
to begin to spend this amount, for in 
1901, $70,000 of it had been spent. He 
was quoting these, figures from -public 
records, but If they were incorrect he 
would ask members of the opposition 
sitting in the House to make a public 
denial, and if they did not have infor­
mation themselves they could get it 
from their advisors. A year or two 
later the credit of the province had 
been bonded again to pay for a small­
pox expenditure, while in 1906 there 
were large over-expenditures in the 
public works department including 
large su me for the Provincial Hospital 
for which bonds were Issued. These 
matter» were not taken into consider­
ation by the old administration when 
they put out statements which pur­
ported to show a balance on hand at 
the close of the fiscal year. Neither 
did they take Into consideration the 
amounts which members of the gov­
ernment had In their pockets and 
which belonged to the province and 
with which they were floating around j

present government,. which otherwise 
would develop in course of a debate, 
It became necessary for him to make 
comparisons of the present adminis­
tration with the old government 
methods in order that the people might 
fully comprehend the great improve­
ment that had been brought about. 
He was sorry that the leader of tin 
opposition did not think himself èuffi- 
ciently capable to speak!

.party.. In this criticism. Mr. Robin­
son claimed the debt had been in­
creased by $456,393 during the past 
year. He (Landry) failed to see 
where the ex-provincial secretary 
could find figures to substantiate such 
a statement. He would take it up at 
length a little later and would show 
by an analysis that increase instead 
of being $456,000 really amounted to 
$185,408.

At this time he wished also to re­
fer to another statement by Mr. 
Robinson in his criticism, in which 
he sought to make the people believe 
that it had cost $28,593 to collect 
$44,000 for liquor licenses. Hon. Mr. 
Robinson, when he made that state 
ment,' must have known very well 
that it was not costing any such sum 
of money to collect Hquor licènse 
fees. He must have known also that 
there were dry areas now amounting 
to a large proportion of province 
where inspectors and sub-inspectors 
have to be employed and paid, and 
where prosecutions under act had to 
be carried on and other expenses paid 
without there being any return from 
districts at all in the way of licence 
fees and these amounts were all in­
cluded in that $28,000, but what he 
would like to ask Mr. Robinson was 
how he carried on this same business 
himself when he was premier and pro­
vincial secretary. He had looked up 
the accounts as shown, in the auditor- 
general’s report for the year 1907 
and In the report he found absolutely 
ho account for expenditure side of 
liquor licenses fees. That account 
was not to be found there, but it was 
to be found in special ledger account 
and to use Mr. Robinson’s own argu­
ment and figures from his own admin­
istration it cost $29,962 to collect 
$50,297 in 1907. This was at least as 
high a rate as that of the past year, 
and yet Mr. Robinson criticises this 
government for- its administration 
with no more reason or rhyme than 
is shown in that Instance.

Mr. Foster had referred to the sale 
of bonds by the province and compar­
ed them with a similar sale by the 
province of Nova Sleotia, and had 
criticised the transactions, but he did 
not say that while New Brunswick 
bonds ha* been sold at better than 
98 Nova Scotia bonds fetched 97 only, 
although it was true, that one issue 
of New Brunswick bonds had been 
sold at 95. Nova Scotia bonds were 
sold free of succession duty which 
should have made them sell at a bet­
ter price than they had, 
there was a big home demand there 
in that province for such an invest­
ment. The New Brunswick govern 
ment had had to apply to a foreign 
market, principally.

Mr. Foster claimed that the debt 
of the province under the present gov­
ernment was now $8,477,233, and he 
compared these figures with the debt 
at the time of the late government, 
which he put down at $3,500,000. The 
latter figures, however, were net debt 
and not gross debt, and that time and
