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The Ship Worm 1n Canada.

Mr. J. F. Whiteaves, in an article in
the Méntreal Gazette, tells the ship-owning
public'of Canada * what he knows” kbout
the Ship Worm. He relates that this
destrudtive etiemy of shipping was known
to the Ancients,—‘‘it is the Teredon of
Pliny and the Teredo of Latin authors,’
the name being derived from the Greek
verb Tereo, Bighifying the boror or exca-
yator. In 1731 and 1732, the poople of

Holland knew all about it, for at that thia
Ship Worms eaused such damage to the
piles and dykes that the country was in
danger of being totally submerged. Since
that date the royal dock-yards of Sheerness
wnd Plymouth, and various other yards in
Britain and France,as well as vessels at
sea, have sustained serious damage through
jts operations, many a ship having found-
ered at sea from no other cause. The
‘Ship Worm attacked the sub-marine eable
Jbetween England and Gibraltar, and
penetrated a thick wrapper of cordage
before being discovered. Literary men
snd Governments have attacked the worm.
but without much wuccess. Says Mr.
'Whiteaves :—** Sellius wrote an elaborate
-monograph on the Dutch ship-worm in
1773, and, since then, important essays on
.these creatures have been published ; in
-Englend by Sir Everard Home, und his
_pupil, Sir. Benjamin Brodie; in France
by Mons. De Quatrefages. - The French
. Government has issued two Commissions,
at different times, te inquire into the best
method of preventiog the ravages of the
TPeredo in shipsand harbors. The Datch
. Government bas issued snother, amd in
Eogland a committee of the British
Association was appointed, in 1859,
to investigate the wmubject, which is-
sued a report: thereon in 1860." Mr.
Whiteaves then supplies some facts con
nected with the “borer's operations that
bave a local intersst for ship-owners in
St. John:—

In Canada, the note of alarm has not
yet been sounded, nor are the persons
most interested apparemtly aware of the
presence of the invader. Yet all along
the coasts of Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick, and as far north as Gaspe Bay, at
least two kinds ofship-wbdrm are, and have
long been, indefatigably busy in destroy-
ing the wood work of piers, harbours, &e.
Before the writer -are specimens of the
Teredo navalis (designated by Linnoeus as
the *“ calamitas navium’’) from the piles
at Pictou, N. 8., from the port of St.
John’s, N. B., and of another rare species
(of a closely alliod genius. and new to the
American Continent,) from water logged
wood in Gaspe Bay. Two of these were
kindly lent by Principal Dawson, and be-
long $o the collection of Mc@ill University.
The destruction of fixed structures is not
#he only or worst evil, as the following il-
lustration will show :—The brigantine

, owner Mr. Palmer, Captain Fra-
ser was builtat St. Johm, N. B., (I believe)

rapidity with which they burrow is aston
ishing. Generally, though not always,
they bore with the grain of the wood, and
as if guided by the senses of touch and
hearing combiaed,never invade each other’s
burrows. Brunel asserts that it was the
contemplation of a piece of wood bored by
Teredines, that first suggested to his mind
the idea of tunnelling the Thames. 1t is
commonly supposed that the two shells are
the burrowing agents, and they seem to
combine the principles involved in the con-
straction of the centre bit, and circular file.
In the Gaspe Bay species, the animal is
llll)ml'lt and can be wholly withdrawn into its
shell.

The best remedy against the attacks of
the ship worms (as well as against th)ise
cf burrowing crastaceans, which are also
doing mischief on our coasts), is said to be
to cover the part submerged with metallic
sheeting, or with broad headed copper nails.
‘Other remedies that bave been suggested
are mineral and siliceous compositions to
‘e sptead over the parts likely to be affect
ed ; or even a thick eoat of tar or paint,
continually nﬁjplied, which latter, it is
thought, wonld kill the adults, and prevent
the ingress of the fry.

In a newspaper article, and without
figures, it is impossible to give full details

.of the structure and curious anatomy of

the various species of ship worms. For
fuller details on these points, as well as for
more elaborate descriptions as to the mode
in which their burrows are made, the read-
er is referred to the excellentarsicles which
have been published on the saubject, parti-
calarly in Eﬁropul.)-i‘ joumtl;. “[.n the re-
ports annually published by - Depart-
men! ine and Fisheries, lists are
regularly given of the shipwrecks and
other marine casualties, on our seaboard.
To many of these wreoks is a; ded the
brief statement, ‘* cause unkndwn.”” Who
shall say how many of these may be attrib-
uted to the ravages of the ship worm ?
The object of this briet sketch is simply to
call the attention of shipbuildersand others
likely to be interested, to the occurrence of
these creatures on our shores, so that mea-
sures may be taken in time to prevent or
check the mischief otherwise likely to
ensue.

Our Public Men.

The burrows are about
ns as large round as an average wheat

The writer’s description of the worm,
and his suggestions and reflections, are
equally interesting and instructive :—

A careful study of all the ship worms 1.
have been able to collect from Canadian
localities, shows that there aretwo species,
also that each of these is imported,and not
an original denizen of our shores. There
are about 20 or 30 species of Teredo known
to naturalists. The Teredo is & boring bi-
valve, having much closer affinities with
the clam and cockle'than with worms. All
bivalves, when alive,burrow; the majority,
in mud or sand, some 10 hard stone, while
the ship worms always sttwek wood. No
kind of wood comes amiss to them ; they
will burrow indifferently into the pine,
elm, oak, cedar, mahogany or teak. In the
Toredo, the body is worm like in shape,and |

_ the shells, which meet only at two points,
are very small in proportion to the animal
Thus, in examples from Pictou, the worms
are 3 or 4 inches long, while the breath of

the shell is less than } of an inch. The

Mr. Gibson’s Nashwaak Improve=
mentss

Walking up the bank of the St. John
River, at Frederictcn, and looking over to-
wards the Nashwaak bridge (that seems to
alter in remoteness according to the state
of the atmosphere and the height of the
water) and somewhat on its right, a white
object is seen rising amid the dark wood :
—that is the spire of the new church in
Marysville, which is oneé of Mr. Gibson’s
latest improvements. ‘‘So shinesa good
deed in a naughty world,”” It is about
three miles from Fredericton city to Marys®
ville, and after crossing the rivér the road
intervenient gives a view of the éountry
with good features and showing evidences
of agricaltural capability. It is said tore”
mind some people from the old country of
certain parts in Scotland. There is some-
thing picturesqueé in the scene where the
left bank showing & wooded front to the
water grows steep, and the Nashwaak,
that further down winds among intervale
islets, flows straight and swiftly at some
depth below. The road ruos north and
takes many turns ; and along it from the
ferry landing there are fine fields and clear
ings. Farming improvements that have
been made within the last few years are
noticeable in the approach to the mills.
and in the fields some great cattle may be
seen grazing. E'er the road turns anl
brings the right bank, that rises high from
the mills, into view, the visitor’s ear is
greeted with what might be mistaken for
the cries of wild birds but which is the
ripping boise made by the vircular saws;
and looking down the bank he may see
some slight saw-dust scum upon the water.
When one remembers the appearance of
the Settlement some years ago,and the
general unpainted, weather-blackened look
of the few buildings and shanties, and sces
Marysville as it i8 to day, with its villas,
its lines ot cottages, its fine church and
school- house, he cannot help bLeing struck
by the wonderful change that has come
over the scenc and praising the en-
ergy that bas accomplished so much
But he might not be able to help
noticing an incongruity at the very
entrance of the willage; within bow
shot of the fine, square, French=roofed
villa lately erected, in the shape of one of
the roughest of rough shanties, the two
windews of which are ornamented with
oranges and clean clay pipes, and outside
hangs a printed notice that ‘‘Mec
Kee’s celebrated Sarsaparilla Beer is sold
here.’’

It is often said that he has the vision of a
great maoufacturing place constantly in
his mind’s oye, and that the town lots and
streets are already marked out in the
clear fields. It is certain that he has
twenty acres enclosed as a eemetery. He
is at present building a fine Church, layirg
the foundation of a Mission House, an!
about to put an extensive addition to hs
School house.

The present school house is situated on,
we should think, the highest point in the
‘¢ yville,”’ as 1s right in a structure built to
shed light. It is a nice looking building,
facing the river, and is 30 by 40. The
proposed addition will run at right angles,
and be sixty feet long by sixty wide, and
divided into two apartments, with an en-
trance door at each end. It will be con
nected with the original part by a shiding
door, so that on state occasions the whole
three school rooms will be made owe. This
addition to the school room proves the
growing and flourishing condition of Marys
ville, though it cannot be statistically
proved that the number of children in-
creases with the prosperity of a place.

THE CHURCH,

which is of the Gothic order, is an extra
ordiparily fine building to find in such a
new locality, but it is in keeping with
other structures there. Mr. Gibson has
spared no expense to make it the finest
charch built of wood in the Province. It
stands on the eminence next the school
house and is reared on & very #olid founda
tion over cellars of stone. From the sill
to the tower and belfry to the top of the
spire is a height ot 150 feet. In the mid
dle of the main portion of the building
there 1s a lantern, a sort of double drum
erection, circular and pinnacled, from

which the roof slopes. This fantern is af

distinctive feature in the building. A
number of principal pinnacles, that branch
out into & number of lesser pinnacles,
spring up around the roof, There is an
immense deal of ornamented work about
the church, and of course tastes will differ
as to its propriety.

From the main building there is a short
extension on a lower level. The interior is
very fine. From the floor to the top of the
lantern (that wiil be lighted with stained
glass pares) is a height of 60 feet. The
effect of the arches, of which there are

| eight principal, and a number of lez®® in-

ternal ones is very fine, simple yet elegant.

Six arched windows with single mullion
around the body of the church, give light,
and in the tower looking East there is a
great window with three single middle
mullions ; and hére the gallery is placed.
The vestry, etc., is a fine apartment 22 feet
square, and 16 feet high. Our hasty des-
@ription cannot do justice to the elegance
of the design and the beauty of the work-
manship. Mr. Stead is the architect, and
we hear that he has been allowed full scope
in éarrying out his idea ; and Mr, Samueél
Butler (who designed the schoolhouse)
chief carpenter, and T. Brown, head mason
have ably aided him in earrying it out.

A large
amount has been subscribed by some of the
members and friends of the Association,
and many of our citizens have promised
their support.

The meetings of the Association are
largely attended, and the need of a larger
building is much felt, the one about to be
erected will be admirably adapted for its
purpose, and form a safe and pleasant re-
sort for our young men. There is no doubt
but the Rooms of the Association when
needed will be cheerfully placed at the dis-
posal of the various religious and charita
ble societies who have always had the usec
of the Room at present occupied when re
quired. The lecture hall will answer very
well for the union prayer meeting, the
bible society meeting, and gatherings ofa
similar kind. The building committee are
now going to call upon our citizens for
subscriptions to the building fund. We
hope they will be liberally assisted in their
present work.— Com.

Shipping Notes.

The Western telegram to the St. John
Ass'd Press this morning says:  The
storm of Wednesday was very disastrous
to the shipping off the New Eogland coast.
Tre British schooner ‘¢ Julia,” Capt
Stevens of Saint George, Nova Scotia, was
driven ashore near Gloucester, Mass., and
now lies broadside on and will probably be
a total loss. Tlie British schooner **J. W.
Lawrence’’ of Saint Jobn, N. B., Captain
Capp, bound to Boston with a cargo of
piles, went ashore about three miles from
the lower end of Plumb Island, on Wed-
nesday afternoon and is a total loss. Tke
crew and Captain’s wife are safe. The
schooner ** M. M. Freeman,”’ of Dennis,
Me., went ashoreat Cape Ann and only
ono man was saved. The British schooper
¢« Edinburgh” is ashore at Glouces-
ter. The vessel is full of water. The schr.
¢ Restless,’’ stranded at Ipswich and the
Boston Pilot Boat is supposed to be lost
with all hands.”’

Great credit is given to the seamen of
the United States squadron lying in' the
port of Marseilles, who gallantly aided to
extinguish & fire that threatened a thou-

+-sand merchant ships as well as the City

itself. A ship laden with petroleum caught
fire and exploded, to the horror of the in-
babitants who became panic stricken.
Says an eye witness :—

Presently a well-manned boat came from
the part of the basin illuminated by the
blaze and pulled directly toward the burn-
ing ship. This was soon followed by an-
other, then a third, ten, twenty, all the

boats of the American squadron. A mo-
ment later men were seen on the deck of
the burning ship. 'Thesilence of the people
on the shore was such that they could hear
through the smothered roar and crackle of
the fire, the word of command and the
blows of axes, The people are thinking of
the hundreds of barrelsof petroleum below
and its possible escape on shore and com-
munication to other ships, perhaps otbers
with petroleum, and in imagination con

ceived the whole surfuce of the basin cov-
ered with blazing oil. Presentlythe burn-
i1g vessel began to settle. She had been
scuttled and her cargo was now under
water, the deck being level with the sur

face. The danger from theescape of burn-
ing petroleum was still inminent, when a
line of boats, lashed together stem and
stern, was seen pulling away, and as the
file straightened out the burning ship
moved also, and was slowly towed out to
the bay by over two hundred well-manned
oars. It was only then that an immense
cheer broke from the thousands of people,
who felt inexpressible gratitude for the
salvation of the city.

Orrawa, June 7.

In the IHlouse, after recess, several pri-
vate Bills were advanced a stage.

The debate on Militia estimate was
resumed in Committee of Supply.

Bolton ojected to the item $49,000 for
Enrolment, considering it unnecessary,
and thought five hundred thousand ought
to cover the entire Militia expenditure
this year, after the ratification of the
Treaty.

McKenzie ohjected to the- twelve months
artillery training, and advocated the six
months tuition. The present Militia system
was onc of expediency, maintained by the
patriotism of the people only. Recports of
the Adjutant Generals show it would soon
be necessary to resort to the Ballot sys-
tem.

Cartier denied that volunterring was
growing lesss popular. In cities, selfish
employers discouraged the movement, and
it might be advisable to adopt the Ballot
system in such places; but in the rural
districts there was no lack of Volun-
teers.

Anglin wished to know why the bar-
racks and grounds at St. Jobn were re-
tained by the Imperial Government, while
important fortifications at Quebec had been
handed over to the Dominion.

Cartier replied that correspondence was
in progress with Imperial authorities on
the subject of the tranlerring the pro-
perty.
