sufficed their grandmothers for a month. Tbe
cs8: and familiarity with which they drink is
worthy of the most accomplished trequenter of
a New York bar. That tLe results are not more
sstonishing than they are is in itself s most
satisfactory proof of a seasoned head.. At
dinner one may notice the same taste for stimu-
lants. The afternoon tea is beginping to be tea
and something else. It is rumored, no doubt
to’ some married Clodius, who has abused its
position, to peep in upon the mysteries of the
Bonna Dea, that even the taste of spirit is not
absolutely unknown to fair lips.

Jrinks, it is likely to be more unpleasant. Even
children, like their elders, are presumed to suffer
from low tone. They too require wine and mait
liquor, and what they are supposed to require
they have given to tbem in appelliog abund-
ance.—Saturday Review.

I
have seen the effects of the use of intoxicating
liquors on the farm, in the workshop, snd ia
the balls of legislation. I have found that in
lolilm}hobuuot summer, in the forests in
winter, in the mechanic’s-shop, in our own Btate
Legislature, in the Congress of the United States,
everywhere, that the men wno use intogicating
drinks are the first to fail in the performance of
daty. During fourteen sessions in the Senate
of Uoited States, I have witnessed msoy
severe contests, lasting through the hours of the
