| Michael McElroy, profesor 
!„(atmospheric science at Har­
vard, says increased use of 
nitrogen fertilizers could reduce 
the ozone layer by one-fourth in 
lhenext 25 years.

Many scientists believe that 
15,000 new skin-cancer cases 
could result in the U S., alone, if 
the ozone layer is reduced by a 
mere 1 percent.

The problem of chemical 
fertilizers is much more serious 
than the ozone depletion caus­
ed by aerosol cans, says 
McElroy, because man can live 
without hairspray but modern 
agriculture is dependent upon 
the continued use of nitrogen 
based fertilizers.
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The National Research 
Council has provided $80.000 
in the hopes that means may be 
developed for producing all the 
protein on a farm that its 
animals may require:

The manure on the farm 
would ideally be put into a 
special fermenter where the 
yeast-like microbes would go to 
it. The animals would then feast 
on the resulting protein.
