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NATIONAL PARK
FOR PROVINCE
IS DISCUSSED

The Bailey Geological Society
went on record last Tuesduy night,
February 11, as being heartily in
tavour of a National Park for New
Brunswick, atd stressed that action
be taken to bring this desire to the
notice of the Provincial authorities.
The club pointed cut that it was
time N. B, had a National Park, con-
sideriug that every province in the

Dominion had at least one—but N.
B. possession was nil The mem-

berg in discussingthis matter asked
why this situation existed.
The Geology Lecture Room” was

tlie sceneof heated and lengthy dis-
cussions after Feat Scott and Russ
Bishop had addressed the cluir on
«National Parks”. Introducing the
topiec, Scott, pcinted out that Al-
berta posseszes 21,000 sgrare miles
of Parks. If N. B. possessed & Park
in the same proportion to its size it
would cover an avea cf 2,100 square
miles. There is considerable differ:
ence between zero square miles and
2,10 Osquare miles.

The site for a National Park
should be preferably or Crown
Land,an d in an area of historical in-
terest, Scott continued. N. B. is
lacking in neither of the two—espec-
ially in the aspectof historical inter-
ests. Here is the home of tne Em-
pire Loyalist, and pock-marking the
entive province is historical evi-
dence of colonial éays. New Bruns-
wick has the qualifications but 6o
Nztional Park.

Bighop meztioned several loca-
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tions, one of which could nossibly
be utilized as a National Park. Two,
in particular, took the interest of
the ¢lub. One was the Mt. Carleton
sectiou, in the north, central of the
province; the other, the Mt, Cham-
plain section, extending from the
Welsford area eastward to the Saint
Jonn River. The members felt
there was much to be said in favour
of both aistriets.

A Nationa! Park should be a place
to where tourists would be attract-
ed. and where New' Brunswickers
could spend their holidays. Thjs the
club stressed, and continued to em-
phasize the importance of having
living accommodations, so one could
enjoy the year-round sports, accord-
ing to the season. One feature of
note was the suggestion of a prac-
tice which is carried out in other
Parks: Visitors could be gupplied
with a booklet guide which would
point out the geological features
and explain them in a laymsan's
language,

That thig “unspciled province by
the sea” would presper tremendous-
ly by possessing & National Park
was the feeling of the elub. The in-
creased tourist influx, resulting
from thig Park, would mean money
in the pocket of the fndividual aud
the government. All concerned
would gain.

New Brunswick is a land of
beauty,. rivaling the grandeur of
other ceuntries of the world, The
members of the socicety felt that
this beauty shouid be exploited and
presented to others. This, a Na-
tional Park would de. .

Concluding the meeting Eric Teed
moved that the Bailey Geological
Society send a letter in tho Provin-
cial authorities recommending that
the government ake steps to pro-
vide a National Park in New Bruus- ‘
wick.

Hears Lecture By

Dr. A. J. Skolke

A meeting of the Scientific Soc-
fety was held on Friday, February
in the Geology Lecture Room, For-
estry Building.

The speaker for the afternoon was
Lir. Skolko, who is a Forest patholo-
gist for the Dominion government.
Dr. Skolko gives lectures in Forest
Pathology and isg affiliated with the
Biology Depairtment,

Dr. Skolko gave an interesting
talk concerning Forest fires in the
Dominion of Canada and the use of
sailvaged wood. Contrary to public
cpinion, the actual lcss of merch-
snteble wood through forest fires is
not great. Although the tree may
be bhared of mest branches and the
bark quite badly charred, the in-
terior of the main trunk is guite
usable. Saivaged wood i also light
and therefore easier to handle. The
main difficulty in hand!ing salvaged
wood is that it is well blackened and
it is difficult to find labouvr.

Mauy enlightening points were
brought forward by Dr. Skolko and
an interesting discussion followed
his talk.
