On October fourth, the Gazette 
sent me off happily to see the 
Royal Winnipeg ballet at the 
Cohn, free of charge.

I came to the ballet having 
absolutely no idea what I was 
about to see and I was pleasantly 
surprised that such a variety of 
styles were packed into one 
two-hour show made up of three 
sets. The first set was an excerpt 
from Paquita, which is very much 
classical ballet, then three pieces 
that ranged from a classical pas 
de deux to contemporary barefoot 
sort of stuff and finally a set of 
modern pieces.
