Any government should be big 
enough to give relief to distressed peo­
ple regardless of party, J. Earl Lawson, 
M.P.P. for West York, declared at the 
annual meeting of the South York 
Provincial Conservative Association In 
Rawllnson School on Saturday after­
noon.

Scoring the Federal Government’s 
attitude towards unemployment Insur­
ance, Mr. Lawson stated that Premier 
King's refusal to give a five-cent piece 
to any Conservative government "In­
dicated that the bread line and the 
wives and families behind It, could not 
be seen."

"Any government should be big 
enough to assist regardless of party,” 
he said, the audience applauding.

Among the planks of the platform 
on which the Conservative party will 
go before the people In the next Fed­
eral election will be, In part, a policy 
of not Importing two dollars' worth of 
goods from any country to which Can­
ada Is exporting but one dollar’s 
worth, Mr. Lawson declared.

"And there will be no pandering to 
any class or group who would sever 
ties between the component parts of 
the Empire," he said. "Furthermore 
the Conservative party will not permit 
any foreign power to obtain economic 
control of this country."

As for returned soldiers' pensions, 
Mr. Lawson contended that If a man 
had been accepted as physically fit on 
enlistment and now had a disability, 
the disability should be considered as 
having been contracted In the army.

The probability of enlargement of 
the provincial government’s program 
of social legislation was Intimated by 
Leopold McAulay, M.P. for South 
York. Funds were available for this 
purpose in the treasury, he said.

He, too, scored the King Govern­
ment's treatment of unemployment 
Insurance.

"It did not hesitate to saddle the 
province with a substantial amount of 
the old age pensions, but It would not 
grant a nickel to any Tory provincial 
government for unemployment relief," 
he said.
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
