Chicago, May 3.—The cordops of

in Btate street and Wabash; avenue
have been supplemented greatly in
numbers with the result that in spite
of the vigilance of the police, tarriages
and hacks are stopped and drivers and
théir fares warned against attempting
to carry purchases home from the boy-
cotted stores. ;

Store employes burdened with bun-
dles are stopped and ‘their- parcels
taken from them and torn open and
searched . by pickets and wunion sym-
pathizers to see if they are attempting
to deHver goods to customers ‘or carry-
ing their own property to their homes.
After assuring the pickets ‘that the

contents of the bundles belong to them-

they are not disturbed further. -
Woman Shopper Compelled to Walk.
. In one instance a hired carriage was
stopped in Wabash avenue and the
occupant, a woman shopper, compelled
to get out and walk. Another, woman,
with both arms full of bundles, was
caught by the skirts and stopped as
she was about to step into a cab in
State street. The cab driver was warn-
ed not to take her as a fare. TUn-
daunted, the shopmper walked to an-
other corner, where she halled a second
cab. Again she was stopped by the
union sympathizers. Finally alie board-
ed a street car.

Cabbies Intimidated,

Only a few hacks or cabs venture to
drive up to the entrance to any of the
State street stores. In most cases the
drivers request their passengers to
alight on the opposite side of the street
and walk over to their destination.
‘With one exception, none of the State
street stores attempted to- make de-
liveries in the residental districts Mon-
day, although at all the boycetted es-
tablishments assurances were freely
given that the wagons would start out

| yesterday. With few exceptions the

drivers gemerally refuse to carry pas-
sengers to a boycotted stofe.
Serious Scarcity of Coal.

The need for coal rapidly is develop-
ing into one of the most important
factors of the teamsters strike. With
the exception of Marshall, Field & Co.
and one or two other big houses the
supply of fuel on hand in Staté street
averaged from two 10 -four days.
Marshall, Field & Co. have ¢oal for
two weeks or more.

John C. Fetzer, receiver ' for the
Union Traction Co., speaking of the
scarcity of coal, said. “In.several of
our stations! unless we get coal in
twenty-four hours, we will hédve to

About 10 o'clock William Sutherland_
who is manager for the company, had
occasion to go outside his house and .
noticed a mam stooping t¢side one of
the company’s storehouses, apparently
lighting something. The manager ap-
proached, whereupon thé man ran
away. A hurried investigation  dis-
closed the fact that he had ignited a
fuse. The manager partially discon-
nected the fuse and ran away to a
place of safety, and a few moments
later a frightful explosion occurred,
partially wrecki the storeh

Had not Sutherland discovered the
man when he did, the whole works
would have been blown up and' sev-
eral people killed, as the miners sleep
near the place where the fuse was ig-
nited.
