Fiist of all, there is the sensible 
use of the odd moments of the day 
For example, 1 must wash all over 
when I get up; 1 must go out to 
my work in the city; 1 must get up 
from my chair after or at intervals 
during my work, 1 must go up-stairs. 
Here arc the opportunities:

During the wash 1 can rub myself 
well all over my skin. Having used 
the warm water and soap and warm 
water again, 1 van dip my hands in 
cold water and then give my skin a 
capital friction with the palms ol 
my hands This will afford excellent 
exercise for the arms and shoulders, 
and when 1 stoop, for the trunk mus­
cles. It will clean me, will help to 
harden and invigorate me, and will 
make my hands and my whole body 
glow delightfully. It will need 
scarcely any extra time.

When i go out in the street, and 
indeed whenever I go out, 1 can take 
two extra deep and full breaths of 
fresh air in through the nostrils. And 
I can repeat this wonderfully healthy 
practice whenever I wait at a cross­
ing—whenever I wait at all, and just 
before 1 go into any building from 
the street, and also before any im­
portant work or interview; and, of 
course, the first thing in the morn­
ing and the last thing at night. Here 
there is not one moment of extra 
time demanded, out there it so much 
effective but easy physical culture 
that at the end of a year the im­
provement in the breathing capacity, 
the endurance, the vigor, the com­
plexion, and even the control of the 
temper, may be almost beyond be­
lief. And, best of all, the automa­
tic habit of fuller and more rhythmi­
cal inhalations may be firmly fixed.— 
Metropolitan Magazine.

HOW TO USE PUMICE POWDER.
It is beyond question that cleansing 

with jiumice is excellent, but once in 
six weeks is often enough, and then 
the utmost care must be exercised in 
the application. The powder should 
be the finest that can be bought. To 
apply it one requires a stick like an 
orange wood manicure piece. At one 
end of tils absorbent cotton should 
be twisted to form a pad. This is 
moistened with water and a little 
powder is sprinkled on. This is rub­
bed over each tooth, keeping the cor- 
ton quite wet to avoi l scratching the 
enamel. Any risk of pushing the 
gums back during the cleansing must 
be avoided. After all the surface and 
edges have been rubbed with the pow­
dered pumice, the mouth should be 
thoroughly rinsed more than once to 
remove each particle. Not until the 
last has been ejected should a brush 
he used, for stiff bristles col— make 
tbe smallest grain give a severe 
scratch, the more serious because its 
presence would not be known. It is 
for this reason that powders contain­
ing pumice should rarely, and better, 
never be used.

A little salt—about a saltspoonful— 
should go into the yolks of the egg .

Otherwise the lightness of whites of 
eggs will be destroyed, and the call*, 
which depends for its flulliness upon 
the whites, will be heavy.

Turn the cake mixture into an ob 
long and rather deep tin, and bake 
it about an hour. Cut the crust with 
the point of a sharp knife. Break 
it and serve hot. If the pan in which 
the cake is baked is shallow it will 
not require nice than forty minutes 
for baking. A n.cad tin or a tin 
with a tube center may be used.
