PARIS, Aug. 7.—Les Debats in a 
remarkable article declared that Ger­
many’s real peril is not war but an in­
ternal revolution. The falsity of the 
Triple Alliance is revealed in the fact 
that Austria until yesterday was of­
ficially at war only with Servia. Italy 
has never had her heart in it because 
of grievances against Austria.

Within three days of the outbreak 
of the war there were no active war­
ships in the Mediterranean Sea except 
British and French. Austria may hope 
that Italy will still remain estranged 
from France or that she may be un­
able to scale the height of infatuation 
upon which the Kaiser and his General 
Staff are living. The German Gov­
ernment. or perhaps we should rather 
hav.e said the Prussian government, is 
isolated, morally, economically and in 
a military sense tcv a degree that 
would have seemed fantastically im­
possible a fortnight ago. The South 
German States can foresee no such 
compensation as obtained in 1870; 
and can only be lukewarm as partners.

The article points out that the unity 
of all parties in France and Belgium 
is conspicuous, which is a factor of 
no small importance, if only because 
of the quietude of the great cities.

Germany Will be Pinched First
“Germany, whose industries 

stopped, fields neglected and credit 
imminently threatened, will feel the 
pinch long before the allies begin to 
feel it. Every day the internal press-- 
ure will increase the political educaJ 
tion so strangly arrested for the last 
half century, and the country will be 
forced into a life of repressed hosti­
lity. North and south will burst the 
bounds and social democracy will take 
on an altogether new aspect. There 
has not been a flicker of revolution 
in Germany since 1848. The great 
fact on the eastern frontier two 
months hence may well be not 
but revolution.”
