It looks
as if the market has got as high as it
it likely to go, as foreign beans are
beginning to offer now and will be a
factor in keeping Canadian beans at
a lower level than would have been
the case had it not been necessary to
meet foreign competition. Foreign
beans can be laid down in New York
at 81.671-2 after a duty of 45 cents
is only 15 cents, so that foreign beans
has been paid. The duty into Canada
can be sold on the Canadian seaboard
for 8$1.371-2. St. John, Halifax and
Montreal are the great market cen-
tres for Canadian beans, so that for-
eign beans can compete with the Can-
adian crop.
