offer them just what wages ihey
please and the men are jforced to
accept what they offer. This state-
ment was published in a Chathain
paper, and but too evideutly in the
interest of the owner ot that paper.

We now beg to say that we have
dearnt from reliable sonrces that the
Pprospects for the deal market next
scason are good ; therefore small con~
tractors run no risk in putting out
theiv- money and paving the chopper
and the teamsters fair wages.

SIR° LEONARD'S INTEGRITY
. VINDICATED.

TIIE DARTMOUTH BREWERY.

When Sir Leonard Tilley was in
Halitax the Herald 7»Hublished an
account of his tour among the indus-
tries. On part of his ronnds he was
accompanied by a Herald representa-
tive, who accurately told all he said,
aud on part of his round he was un-
attended ; and as is usual with newss
paper men the Herald repersentative
had to fill the break in his notes by
information from others:  Sir Leon~
ard among other places, - went to
The
Herald repersentative’ was not with
him; but somebody who was by,
furnished information in certain
worcCs to the reporter. Sir Leonard
was repersented as saying he hoped
Mr. Oland’s Brewery would continue

to grow, and that he would have to

extend his room. Sir Leonard never
Said quch words, though he did go in

to the brewery, as it was a legal
Industry like every other, and en-

quired of the proprietor how he wids
doing. But the Grits charged him
with infidelity to his temperance
pringiples; and unprincipled news-
papers all over Canada, have since
been imocking him about it. From
1is own inner consciousness, he did
not deem it necessary to refute the
slanders, till the Halifax Allidnce
Journal asked him if it were - true;
—then he did. Referring to -the
matter the Alliance says:—

“ We have received from Sir Leon-
ard Tilley a thoroughly satisfactory
letter, positively denying. the state-
ments made in the Ilalifax papers
concerning his late visit 10 the Dart-
mouth Brewery.

‘“ We also learn from the lotter that
no reporter was present during the
conversation with the proprietor,
theretore only a garbled report was
received by him.”—Alliance Journal
(Halifax) Oct. 2.

But ecven tkis denial was not
necessary. It booted little what Sir
Leonard’s slanderers said of - his
private ut'crances, for publicly on the
temperance question he has never
made any uncertain sound. Even
before his last election, when
a man of his foresight, judging from
the signs, knew just what every vote
was worth, he did' not shrink from
presiding and making telling specches
at temperance meetings leld i the
City Ifall at Fredericton. There was
no tremor in his voice in denouncing
the trade ; thare was no faltering when
he said he had always opposed the
traffic, and that he always wou!d op-
posc it. And since that time he has
addressed temperence bodies in On-
tavio, and addressed themin St John;

sion has presented itself, Sir Leonard
has come out the fevrless champion of
Temperance—he has never offered a
word of compromise —his cry has been
No quarter to the trade.

CAPE BRETON.

/ bout three miles to the North

and East of us in the interior, arose

anothier abrupt hill more than®1000

feet high ; this was called Rainy : it

was well named, for clouds were

always enveloping its aged, time

worn head with their damp and

shadowy mantle. .

her. The wind was ahead and we.
had some trouble in beating up,
Ouar little vessel which was but
lightly ballasted ran most of the

time with the gunwale under water.
As we neared the entrance to the
bay we’ ran close under the Bird,
formerly called ¢ Chibou,” Islands.
Fhere are two of them; theiwr
summits are flat; their distance from
Cape Dauphin the entrance to
Bras d’or Luke is about 8 miles;
they are a quarter of a mile apart;
the Eastein one is about three
quarters of a mile long, the Western
one about one half a mile, on this
is a light house.  The Weslern
sides of these Islands rise abraptly
from the sea. The rock is the grey
sandstone of the coal measures and
ib 18 guite probable that by sinking a
shaft, coal could be had bere in large
quantity. In the spring the larger
Island is frequented by clouds of
sca fowls who hatch their young on
the edge of these cliffs which are
60 feet or more from the water. It
is said that quantities of these birds
are shot during the hatching season
for their feathers. Seeq, at several
miles distance a large part of these
gray rocks look white from the
roosting of the fo wls upon them,

SAINT ANN'S BAY.

From Cape Dauphin at the
entrance to DBias d’or Lake to the
mouth of the harbor of Saint Anns,
the distance ‘is ,about 8 miles.
This sheet of whater constitutes the
present bay of Saint Ann which
averages 3 or 4 miles in widlh con-
tracting at 1ts head to one. This
bay forits whole distance is hganded
on cither side by higli hills, Those
on the East, rising generally nearly
abruptly from the water, are covered
by a small growth of woods.
Where the rock is exposed,it appears
to be generally red granite, its
colour presenting a pleasing contrast
to the green of the shrubbery. The
boatmen, as we beat up this bay,
pointed out to us the Fairy Hole
which 3ome imagine to extend across
the peninsula to Bras d'or, but
which a friend who has exanined it,
reports . to consist of but a cavity
formed where the freestone and
limestone meet. He had foilowed
it through a series of narrow
passages and : chambers for a
distance of twenty rods, when he
was mei by the solid rock in front
of him. The hills onthe West side
of the bay often slope gradually to
the waters’ edge, and the shores are
occupied by numerous small houses
around which are cultivated fields,
the lanl seeming to be generally
good.. The mountain sides look
fresh, and as green on the first day
of August as it it were but the "
worning of spring : the air here is
always delightfully cool and in-
vigorating in the very hottest
weather.

Twenty-fivé or thicty ycars ago,
codfish were caught abundantly in°
the bay, and it frequently occurred
that two men could land six quintals
of fish in a day. Now no tislking
can. be done to any extent in it. »
The ncarest ground is a mile out—
side, and from three to four quintals
is conswlered a good day’s work for
two men.

In former yecars mackerel were
also plentiful in Saiat Auan's bay:
hundreds of barrels have Ieen
caught at’ oue time in seines, but
this fish now appears to have nearly
deserted Saint Ann's.
