TaE Public Accounts of the
Province of Ontario submitted to
the Legislature by Hon. Mr.
Hanna on Feby 28th, show a
balance in favor of the Province
on last yearsfinancial tracsactions,
of $620,159.68.

$5,296,016.74. The finuncial state-
ment of Manitoba for the last fiecal
year was submitted to the Legis-
lature a few days ago, and it shows
a surplus $465,123 on the years
transactions. This is but one of
a series of surpluses which com-
menced shortly after the Roblin
Government came into power.

Schooner, Stranded.

Swept from steam to stern by
mountainous seas in the teeth of a
sixty-mile gale, an uoknown four-
masted schooner was bard aground
one thousands yards off shore near
Norfolk, Va , on Feby 328th. The
life savers at Oape Henry were power-
less to aid the crew aboard the
standard vessel. A worse night on
the coast had not been experienced
this winter. A blindiog storm of
snow and sleet was driving down the
shore, and over the sea before the
tempest that was blowing out of the
north-east. The schooner, made out
by the life savers to be the Grace
Davis, Captain Gerchell, was sighted
about four o'clock Wednesday after—
noon by coast guards from the Cape
Heory Station, who at once ootified
Captain Holmes. A close watch
was keet oan the vessel, and she struck
directly off the Biation shortly after-
wards. Captain Patridge and his crew
from the station at Virginia Beach
were called to the aid of the Oape
Henry Savers, and the combioed
force began efforts to secure the crew
of the schooner. Two shots from
the Lisle gun fell short of the
mark. Their range is 600 yards. Then
the big Hunt gun was brought inwo
action, and twice it hurled a line-bear-
ing prcjectile towards the stranded
craft, but with no resalt, Both failed
to make the distance. The surf as
running made it impossible for a life
boat to live, and no attempt was made
to lunah ome, The crew of the
schooner had not been seen by those
oo shore, and were thought to be
staying below. The schooamer still
maintained an even keel, but was be-
ing terribly punished by the sea, aad
ber s{aypchness alone pulled her
through the night, The life savers
gave up all hopes of effecting a rescue
before morning,andkept a close watch
on the vessel, The schooner struck
about 1.000 yards off shore and by
oine o'clcck had been beaten in two
bundred yards, but still out of the
life guns’ range. Her standing jib was
set, but all the sails were in tatters
She is loaded with coal. Thne
schooner 3race Duvis is from Por'=
land, M=, and was built at Yarmouth
She is 352 net tonnage, and sig com-
prise ber regular crew.

New Canadian Demur-
age Rules.

The new car demurrage rules re-
cently announced by the Board of
Railway Commissioners become ef.
fective throughout Canada on March
1st. Twenty four hours is allowed
for loading a car and a charge of a
dollar a day thereafter is made for de-
lay caused by the shipper. A con-
signee is given twenty-four hours af
ter notice in which to pay charges
and directiog the placing of cars for
unloading. Forty eight hours more
are allowed for unloading coal, coke
and lime and for loading or unload-
ing lumber. At tidewater ports five
is allowed in which to unload lumber
or bay for export. In parts of Can
ada under the Manitoba Grain Act,

Germany and France
Will now be Compell-
ed to Show Their
Aims.

Advices of the 3rd, from Algeciras
say :—The conference on Morocesn re-
forms took a most important step today
by deciding on the initiative of Great
Britain to proceed to the immediate
disgupsion of the police question. After
Bir Arthar Nicolson, chief of the British
delegation, had submitted this proposi-
tion, the Marquis Viscounti Voosfa,
head of the Italian mission, actively
seconded it, eloguently appesaling for
conciliation and asking for the abandon-
ment of the absolate and unbending
standpoints taken by France and Ger.
many. His words were listened ta
with regpectful deference, The voting
showed tbat Germany bad with her
Austria and Moroeco, while representa-:
tives of other powers supported Sir
Arthur Nieolson. One of the delegates
moved that the police question should
be referred to a split committee, which
should prepare a project and submit it
to the confersnce, but this proposition
received a negative vote. The result of
the yote on Sir Arthar Nicolson’s pro-
posal has cansed somethijng of s sensa-
tion, as it means thst the delicat
Franco-German conteat over the police
ing of Movocco bas been forced to de-
cisive issue, in which both sides wiil be
compelle to show their hand.

Concerning a despatch to a Londom
newspaper from Washington in effect
that Emperor William contemplated s
dramatic stroke by aanouncing to the

world that France and Germany had
sgreed, the delegates declare, that they
do not suppress information warrant-
ing such a statement. The voting at
Algeciras Baturday on the proposition
of Arthur Nicolson, chief of the British
delegation, to proceed to the immediate
discussion of the Moroccan police ques-
tion, gives great satisfaction in Paris
chiefly becsuse France has ranged with
her alarge masjority of the powers,
while Germany is among the small min-
ority. The officials bad even consider-
od Aunstria as doubtful, and had Aus-
tria balloted in the affirmative the en-
tire voteof Europe and America would
have been ranged on the side of France.
The result also affects the diplomatic
status of the controversey. Germany
weants to settle the bank question before
that of the police; but France does not
wish too great concession on the bank
antil she is sure that Germany will
make a reciprocal move concerning the
police. The indications are tbat if
Germany refuses to give way on the
police France will not yield on the
bank, thus accentoating the former
deadlock by carrying it into opean con-
-ferencs.

In the meantime those fay-
oring the embargo are preparing for a
big deputation to wait on Lord Carring-
ton on March 6. Sir Howard Vincent
has introduced an amendment to the
Merchandise Marks Act, with the ob-
ject of distinguishing colonial from
foreign imports. In advocating self-
government for the Transvaal, Lord
Elgin said: ‘‘ As between responsible
government and representative govern-
ment I had no besitation in choosing in
favor of responsil¥le® government. Sev-
enty years ago & gimilar question arose,
when the principles of responsible gov-
ernment were advocated and put in force
by my grandfather and my father. It
is an enconragement to me, taking the
view which I have ventnred to express,
that I am following the principles which
they have thus expressed and which
have resulted in & prosperous and loyal
Dominion of Canada.

Tribal Government
Ceases.

A despatch of the 3rd inst. from Mus-
koges, Indian Territory,says : At mid-
night toanight, in accordance with the
act of Congreas, the tribal government
in Indian Territory cease to exist. The
break-up of the governments means the
distribution and allotment of large funds
and great tracts of land heretofore held
by the tribes in common. By the dis-
tribuntion the Indian becomes a full-
fladged citizen of the United States.
For the first time ke will be enabled to
vote and enjoy also the privilege of pay-
ing taxes. He will be eligible to hold
public office and consequently when the
territories are admitted to statehood it
is more than likely that the congres-
sional delegation from Indian Territory
and Oklahoma will include one or more
full-blooded Indiars. General Pleasant
Porter, chief of the Creek nation is prom-
inently mentioned for the Senats.

Railway Land Damages

An Ottawa despatch of Feb 26th says :
The appealin Warbarton ve. King was
heard in the Supreme Court today. It
is the last case on the Maratime Prov
ince list. The appellant owns lands
alleged to be valuable for reeidential
purposes, on the shore front at Charlotte-
town, P. E. 1., part of which were taken
compulsorily for the Mnrray Harbor
branch of the P. E. 1. Railway, and
thereby depreciation and damages are
alleged to have been cansed to the 1e
mainder of the property. In asaitinthe
Exchequer Court, Mr. Justice Barbidge
allowed $2,612 with interest at five per
cent, for the land expropriated, and
$2,500 for damages with costs upon the
issue a8 to compensation. The grounds
for appeal are that both assessmsents are
inadequate, and in view of the evidencs,
ought to be materially increased, say to
$10,000 at least, according to current
prices. John H, Moss appeared for the
appellant, and Hon. Solicitor General
Lemienx for the Crown. Oa conclusion
of the arguments, judgment was reserv
ed, and the Court adjourned antil Thurs
day next, the first of March. Yester
day’s advices say the appeal was dis
missed.

About Niagara Falls.

An Ottawa despatch of Feby 28th say:
Before Canada adopts any policy with
fespect of the preservation of Niagara
Falls, the Minister of Pablic Works,
Hon. C. S. Hyman, feels that the fallest
official data should be obtained as to
tha extent to which the scenic beauty
of the Falls, will be impaired by the
operations of power development com-
panies, having authority [to generate
electrical energy, Acgordingly he has
made the snggestion that the Interna-
tional Waterways Commission shoald
appoint experts to make surveys, and
coinpile the necessary information, and
pronounce anthoritatively wether, and
to what extent the Falls are being de
faced or injured. Mr. Hyman’s sugges-
tion will be considered at & meeting of
the Commission to be heid, probably in
Toronto next week. If the idea is ap-
proved of and the information sought
for is obtained, both the Dominion anu
Uoited §tates Governments will be
better able to reach s conclusion whioh
will be fortifisd by the best engineering
sevice.

The emperor, however, remain-
ed firm and ordered a vote to be taken,
snd when the proposition was carried
his majesty formally confirmed the de-
civion. The cabal is represented to have
been driven to desperation by the defeat
and there are sinister rumors of an at-
tempt at a palace revolution. In high
quarters, however, such a possibility is
scouted. The emperor's determination
to abide by his promises of Oct. 30 was
aunounced finally and resolutely in
answer to a reactionary delegatiou from
Ivanovo-Veszeneenk, which asked him
to withdraw his manifesto and to gov-
ern the country as his fathers had done.
In reply to the deputation the emperor
said: The reforms promnigated Oct. 30
are progressing without deviation.
While the rights accorded the peuple
remain unaltered my aatocratic power
will ever remain as it always has been.”
The emperor’s allasion to tbe retention
of autocratic power refers probably to a
change in the definition of the imperial
powers under the fundamental law in
which, thongh the word ‘‘ unlimite” is
eliminated, the expression ‘‘ autocratic”
is retained, the official explanation be-
ing that the title ‘‘ autocratic” which
was agaamed when Russia shook off the
Tartar yoke, denotes independence o
otker sovereigns and has no reference to
internal conditions.

During s meeting on Sanday of the
Father Gapon organizstion which was
inveatigating the scandal imvolving
charges of accepting money from the
government, an accused member dram-
atically committed snicide. With the
recent disappearance of Matushensky,
the assistant of Father Gapon, who was
charged with embezzling $12,000 be-
longing to the workmen’s organization,
it was discovered that the moderate
labor manifesto of Oct. 30th, last, was
subgidized by the government which
supplied funds for the rent of club
bouses and for literature. The revoln-
tion was made by the organization who
complained that $12,000 of the fands
farnished throungh former Minister of
Commerce Timiriazff had not reached
the treasury of the moderate party.

The War Department at Washingtan
has under consideration a guggestion to
employ the Philippine scouts should there
be any occasion to use troops in China.
There are now about 5,000 of these scouts
distributed through the archipelago, and
some of the army here who have
commanded them in the Philippines are
strongly of the opinion that, properly
officred by Americans, these Philippine
#couts weuld be admirably suited for
Chinese service if any United Rtates
forces were ever needed there. [t is
recalled that the Bpaniards employed
Phnilippine scouts with great success in
the combined operation in Cochin, China,
which resgylted in the French acquisition
of Tonquin.  Points urged in favor of
that scheme are : for the
