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THE 4:15 EXPRESS.

A week had not gone by when I re­
ceived a letter from the Secretary of the 
East Anglian Railway Company, re­

In order to effect these ends he ob­
tained leave of absence a few daye be­
fore the time appointed for the payment 
of the money ; secured his passage serosa 
the Atlantic in a steamer advertised to 
start on the twenty-third ; provided him 
felf with a heavily loaded “life-preaerv- 
er,” and went down to Blackwater to 
await the arrival of hia victim. How he 
met him on the platform with a pretend 
ed message from the board ; how he 
offered to conduct him by a short acroea 
tbe field» to Mallingford ; how, having 
brought him to a lonely place, lie struck 
him down with the “life-preserver," and 
so killed hitn ; and how, finding what he 
had done, he dragged the body to the 
verge of an out-of-the-way chalk pit, and 
there flung it in and plied it over with 
branche» and bramble», are facta etill 
freeh in the memories of those whe, like 
the connoisseurs in DeQuincy’s famous 
eaaay,regard murder aaa fine art-Strange­
ly enough, the murderer,having done hi» 
work, waa afraid to flee the country 
He declared that he had not intended to 
take the director’» life, but only to stun 
and rob him ; and that, finding the blow 
had killed, he dared not fly fur fear of 
drawing down suspicion upon hia own 
head. Aa a mere robber he would have 
been eafe in the State», but a» a murder­
er he would inevitably have been par- 
sued and given up to juatice. So he 
forfeited hia paeeege, returned to the 
office aa usual at the end of hia leave, 
and lacked up hia ill-gotten thousand» 
till a more convenient opportunity. In 
the meanwhile he had the satisfaction of 
finding that Mr. Dwerrihouae waa uni­
versally believed to have aOeconded with 
the money, no one knew how or whith­
er.

Whether he meant murder or not, 
however, Mr. Augustus Raikea paid the 
full penally of hia crime, and was hang­
ed at the Old Bailey, in the second week
'n January, 1867,

Passen­
gers on board the little steamers which 
ply about Stockholm invariably raise 
their hats to the occupants of any other 
boat which passes near them. The very 
men in charge of the locks on the canal 
bow politely to the sailers as the boats 
go through. Imagine English barret s 
indulging in such amenities.—[London 
Society.
