vellous Record—Has Bm a Titabic nﬁk. for. Nuo Ribbon

The ramarkable passoge across the
Atlantic of the: giant tfirbine’ Cunard-
er Lusitania, which arrived in New
York last week, having performed tue
voyagé from Queenstown to Sandy
Hook Lightship, in five days, 54 min-
utes, calls attention to the great de-
velopment that has eccurred in océan

traffie sinece the early days of the
wooden sailing ships.

In the olden times eae¢h fresh
achievement—each hour er knot or
nal for a waterfront celebration. Eigh-
now of a waterfront. eelebration. Eigh-
teen and twenty days were the quick
passages of beats of the Black Ball,
Swallow’ Tail and other great packet
lines, -across the “Atlantic, FThen, there
is the reeord ef  the Dreadnaught
Capt. Samuel’s great packet, which
in 1366 tere from this peory:to Quecns-
port in nine days and seventeen
hours. It was mamny years- before
steathships exceeded that reeord.

In 1838 the Sirius and Great West-
ern, twe steamships, British built'and
British manned, had eross the: ocean
successfuly. Sirius was a boat of 700
tons, laanched: at Bristol, and the
Great Western of about the same size
was London built. They were of wood
Then came the record of the Great
Western in fourteen days. The east-
ern journey: was made in -about the
same time.

Cunard Llne in thé Field.

The Cunard Line was organized in
1840, appearing in the frans-Atlantic
field with a guartette of wooden side-
wheelers, Aeadia, Britannia, Colum-
bia ;and Caledonia. The Yankee sail
packets beat these boats oeceasignally,
butmot often eMfdugh to defeat the ob-
jccn;)é} the Cuhard Line in obtaining
the -pest of thie passenger and freight
traffie for its bottoms. As an instamnce
of the gemeral build  of the earliest
Cunard liners it 'might be pointed out
that.the Britannia was 207 feet long,
abouwt the length of am average steam
vacht, 32 feet wide, 22 feet deep, with
tongage of 1,155, and speed of 84
knefs an hour.

Addmg to its fleet from time to
time, $He Ouitard Company in the éar-
ly iomes had a number of craft which
steadily and without aceident were
making the trip from Liverpool te
New York in from ten days and six
hours te fourteen days and three
hours. With these boats the English
line continzed on the ‘high seas of
prosperity undisputed until in 1850,
the famous, but ill fated, Collins line,
American -in organization, built four
vessels size and magnificence of which
were relatively far-greater in com-
parison to the ships of contemporary
lines than-:the Lusitania is .today.

There was the Arctic, 2,856 tons, At-
lantie, 2,845 tons, Baltic, 2,723 tons,
and Paecific, 2,707 tons. They were driv-
en by side-wheel, side-lever engines of
800 horsepower. The American liners
st once showed their superiority to
the Cunarders se fax as speed, -at
least, was ceneerned. : Whereas the
British steamships fiad averaged: be-
tween ten and fitteen days in' making
the trip. from Liverpool, the Collins
boats eut the time to mine days and
a few odd heurs.

In the years 1854 and ’55, the. Col=
lins Line swsiained losses of two of
its crack wvessels, the = Arctic going
down in eollision- with . a French
steamship: with hundreds of lives, and
the Pacific, leaving Liverpool for New
York in January, 1856, steaming to an
unknown bourne,: whence never a
splinter of her returted to tell the na-
ture of the tragedy.

Americans Fell Out.

From that time on ‘Americans were
never especially ‘prominent in the
fight to reduee the . time across the
ocean. . The Pacific. had crossed the
Atlantie in-nine days, 20 hours and
sixteen. minutes, and the Arectic had
made the passage in nine days, seven-
teen hours and-twelve minutes.  The
Cunard continued building mnew
steamships and in 1856 the = Persia
made a record of nine days, one hour
and 45 minutes, whereupon people be-
gan to talk of the pessibility of an
eight-day boat. It came, ten years la-
ter, in 1866, when the Scotia brought
the time betweem New York and
Queenstown. to eight days, t%wo hours
and 48 minutes.

Successive Winners,

The City of Brussels, three years
later, crossed in seven days, 22 hours
and three minutes, and two years la-
ter the White Star liner Baltic made
the passage in two hours better time.
Of course these vessels were all of the
screw type, the paddle-wheel * boats
going out for the most part in the ear-
ly sevemties. The City of  Berlin, in
1875, pulled down the recerd of seven
days, fifteen hours and 48 minutes,
and in 1876 and 1877 the Brittanie and
Germanic, both of the White Star
Line, held the homors im turn, the
Germanie, seven days, eleven hours
and 37 minutes; the Britannic, seven
days, ten hours and 54 minutes. Then,
in 1880, eame the Arizona of the Gu-
ion. Lime, the first boat with water-
tight compartments. Bhe erossed in
seven days, séven hours and twenty-
three miinutes. The Alaska of the
same line established a reeord of six
days, eleven hours, nine minutes. All
these records were made on the New
York and Queenstown route, from
Sandy Heok: Lightship - to. BRoche’s
Point.

This company took a firmer gnp on
trans-Atlantic supremaey: n 1885,
when it brought. -out the famous Etra-
ria, which is still plying in the »
lar New York service of the lirie. E
lowered theirecord te six days, four
hours and 43 minates. But she held
the blue ribbon only two years, adoth-
er Cunarder,. : the Umbria, coming
along and making the recordisix days,{
four hourssand 43 minutes. - The next
year the  KEtparia regained her lost
laurels, amid; great public acclaim,
puting the figures at six - days, one
hour and 66 minutes: .

It was an American line that firsf
brought ont fle five-day boat, the City
of Paris.
British shipyard and sailed by British
seamen under:the, flag of Greai Brit-
@in, but American .capital was je-
sponsible for her production. In 1889,

the City of Paris crossed the oeean in
five days, nineteen hours, and eigh-
teen minutes. - The Madjestic in 1891
shattered the Paris’s record by just
one hour and ten minutes—five days,
eighteen hours, eight minutes. The
Teutonic did not allow her sister to
enjoy her honors for long, breaking
the record herself in the same year,
five ' days sixteen hours, thirty-one
minutes.  In 1888, the City of Paris
came into her own again, making the
trans-Atlantic passage in five days,
fifteen hours, 58 minutes. The same
year she beat her own record—five
days, fourteen hours, twenty-three
minutes.
Germany Takes the Ribbon.

In the meantime, over the: Seuth-
¥ amplton éourse, ‘whith is abowt 3,184
miles, whereas .the; Liverpool-Queens-
town course is censiderably shorter,
2,800 mides, . the: HMamburg-American
liner, Furst Bismarek, in 1831 made: a
record of six days, mrteen hours and
fifteen minutes. record holder
before that was the Narth German
Lloyd liner Lahn, with the perform-
arice of seven days, four hours, 45
minutes. In 1894, the pair of Ameri-
fcan built, Ameriean designed steam-
ships 8t. Paul and St. Louis were pla-
¢ed inm the Southampton-Cherbourg
service, and in 1897 the: St. Paul and
St. Louis redueed the time to six days
inio hours and ‘31 .minutes, a record
whieh stood until the fleet, Kaiser
Wilhélm der Grosse -of the . North
German Lloyd line“later reduced the
time to five days, seventeen hours and
eight minutes. This wessel later
made the time to Southampton in five
days and twenty hours.

In 1900 the great Hamburg-Ameris
can flyer Deutschland appeared. The
product of the Vulean Iren Works at
Stettin, carrying with ‘her all the
hopes of German 'supremacy she start-
ed from Plymeouth for New York on
her maiden voyage in July, 1900, and
lowered the record to -five days; four-
teen hours, 23 minutes. She made
an’ average speed of 28 knots an hour
over a course of 3,085 miles. No mer-
chant vessel had ever before attained
an average of mere than 22 and a
fractiéni kriots. . In "SBeptember; 1900,
the Deutschland went from New York
to Plymouth in five days, seven
hours, 38 minutes, a record the North
German Lloyd line has always dis-
puted, mmntmning that the Kaiser
Wilhelm II over a longer course, in
June, 1904, mads the journey from
New York to Plydmouth, 2,962 miles,
in five days, eleven heurs, 58 min-
utes, averaging 23.58 knots an heur.

INDIA
ARE SUCCESSFUL.

Londen, Sept. 17.—Much is -hoped- in
Burma .from the visit that the Viceroy
of India proposes to pay to that State
towards the end of the year. Since Bur-
ma first came mnder British rule it has
been the Cinderella of Indian States, and
it is mow hoped that .what he will see
Yor himself when ke yvisits Rangoonm,
Mandalay, and other parts of. the coun-
try will induce Lord Minto to do all
that .lies .in his peower.to remove or to
alleviate some of the. more pressing of
the grievances frora which Burma is un-
deubtedly suffering at the moment.
Much has, of course, becu done in the
twenty-one years that have clapsed sinee
the formal ahnexation of Burma te the
British empire but progress here does
not: spem f0 -have kept pacs with - the
strides = made im other parts of India,
and Europeans and educated matives
alike feel that their distance from the
Indian capital often leads to their in-
_terests being overlooked. {

Will a Railway Pay.

When: Lord. Curzon . visited Burma ia»
1901 he was urged. fo impress.upon the
Indian Government and the Imperial au-
thorities: the necessity .for commecting
Upper Burma with the Indian railwajy
system by earrying a main trunk line
from these ‘provinces to Assam, and this
scheme is likely. to be brought under the
notice of Lord Minto on this oceasion.
It seev1s certain that such a line must
be built sooner or later if the consider-
able agricultural and commercial re-
sources of Upper Burma are not to he
strangled for all time. There can be
no doubt that such a line would be very
difficult to comstruct from an engineer-
ing point of view and cerrespondingly
axpensive while the revenue that would
accrue from it for the first few years of
its existence wauld not be very large.
These were the principal reasons given
for declining to ‘B;m‘eed with this work
on the last occasion, and it seems pretty
safe to assume that they will be gm-
ployed once more,

The whole trend of Indian officialdom
at the present time is te take a very
narrow and cenfined view of any scheme
such as this, a view that is restricted by
he eternal question: “Will it pay?”’
There is nothing of that broad-minded,
statesmanlike view of things that sees
only the development and imcreasing
prosperity of the eountry and deems the
cost worthy of the end ultimately to be
achieved. Tu short there is mothing in
the attitude of the Indian Govermment
to-day of that spirit that led the late
Mr. Cecil Rhodes to project his greaf
railway line right across Africa. Ral-
ways when built by the State out of
public funds should be constructed ae
much from the point of view of stimu-
lating trade and commerce and assisting
to develop the country threugh which
they pass as. from the.volume of trade
(that is already omn  the spot and. from
which the line shall draw an ample reve
nue from the commencement.; This is
the manner in which the Uganda Rail-
way was conceived and built and, it may
be added, is the spirit in which many
hundreds of miles of railway have been
.bitilt ia India -itself in the past. This
view will probably be urged. upen the
Vicéroy whem he wisits Burma by those
most anxious. to see the constructiom of
thid trunk line takem in hand; It is very
difficult to see how the desire of Burma
to be linked up.with the Iadian. railway
system gan be much longer igmored,

. The Resources of Burma. :

Burma  is a. country that inm many
ways compares very faverably with In-
dia. Famine is a thing that is almost
unknown here, save under very excep-
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ces, and it is only in

3 : oly few-distriets that there 's
aﬁy need for artmoml irrigation on a
considerable scale. " The —mineral re-
[s'ources of the country are only yery ime

but that these are very great is
certain. . The ruby mines of Upper Bur-
ma have long been famous, while quite
extraordinary developments have taken
place during the past few years in the
petroleum industry. There are very
large deposits of this oil in various parts
of the cguntry; and the most modern
metheds of obtaining and treating it are
now being irdroduced. Gold, silveg, cop-
per, tin and iron are all proved to exist
while coal, though not of very good qual-
ity, has also been Iocated. ATl these in-
dustries, however, require Government
assistance and encouragement while in
their infancy, and it is a sore point
with the people of Burma that this is
what they do not receive.

The Southern Shan States have re-
cently been designated “the potential
granaries of India,” and certainly their
possibilities as wheat producing areas
are very great. Here again, quick and
easy railway communication with the
consuming centres of the country and
particularly with the ports is an abso-
lute necessity, and it is hoped that the
visit of the Viceroy will give a stimulus
to the
Shan States Railway. This railway has
been under discussion for several years
past, and would in addition to tapping
the wheat-growing belts pass through
forests of very valuable timber and rub-
ber plants, for which there is a very
ready market not only in India but
practically all over the world. There
is a very considerable future before the
iumber industry in Burma when pro-
perly organized and oveloped, and here
the great navigable waterways: of the
country will be of the greatest assistance
as providing an easy and fairly swift
means of transport to the sea.

The Lumber Industry.

Much has been done in the develop-
ment of this lumber industry of late
Government can be induced to lend ‘ts
years and much more is hoped to be at-
support, and, in fairness to the Govern-
ment it must be said that it would
seem to be thoroughly alive to the po-
tentialities of this industry. There are
now considerably over twenty thousand
square miles of timber-bearing land re-
tained in the near future if the Indian
served in Burma, which brings to the
State the annual gross revenue of, ap-
proximately, £600,000. The chief tim-
ber found in the forests of Burma is
two or three varieties of teak, for which
there is an ever growing demand, while
many other valuable woods are also pro-
duced in abundance., The real value of
these forests, however, will probably be
found in the future to lie in the rubber
that grows here in enormous quantities.
Steps are already being taken to intro-
duce scientific collection and cultivation
of this rubber, and at Mergui there is a
State rubber plantation over twa thous-
and acres in extent. Here very valu-
able experiments in the cultivation of
rubber and the best varieties of planfts
for the various soils and localities are
carried out, and as a result of the know-
ledge that is  being gained here it is
hoped in a very few years time not only
thoroughly te exploit the vast natural
supplies of rubber in the country but te
de so-on agproved lines, and so do away
with the haphazard and wastefully de-
structive methods that have almost en-
tirely prevailed in the past.

There .is a spirit of progress abroad
in Burma at the present day that is de-
serving of every encouragement, but
this, as has been previously hinted, is
not always forthcoming, and if, as 1s
greatly to be desired, Lord Minto as the
cutcome of his Vvisit to the country can
only be convinced of the bright future
that lies before it can be persuaded to
induce the Indian Government to treat
Burma in a more liberal and intelligent
spirit than is the tendency to-day, a
very great step forward will have been
taken.

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands ‘in  Manitoba or the
North-West Provineces, excepiing 8
and 26, not reserved, may be home-
steaded by any person the sole head
of a family, or male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry
must be made in person by®the ap-
plicant at the office of the local Agent
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may,
however, be made on ccrtain condi-
tiong by the father, mether, so.,
daughter, brother, or sister of an in-
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspec-
téion made personally at any Sub.
agent’s office may be wired to the
local Agent by the Subagent, at the
expense of the applicant, and if the
land applied for is vacant en receipt
of the telegram such application is
to have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by mail.

In case of ‘“personation’ the entry
will be summarily eancelled and the
appliecant will forfeit all priority of
claim.

An application for inspection must
be made in person. = The applicant
must be eligible for homestead entry,
and only one application for inspec-
tion will be received from an indivi
dual until that application hag been
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in
good standing, and not liable to can-
eellation, may, subject to approval of
Department, relinquish it in favour
of father, mother, son, daughter,
brother . or sister, if eligible, but to
no one else, on filing declaration of
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily ean-
celled, or voluntarily abandened, sub-
sequent teo institution of concellagion
proceedings, the applicant for ins§0~
tion' will be entitled.to prier right of
entry.

Applicants for {inspection must
state in what particulars the home-
steader is in default, and if subse-
gquently the statement is found to be
incorrect in material particulars, the
applicant will lose any prior right of
re-entry, shouiu thi land become
vacant, or if entry Tas been granted
it may be summarily c:mcelle(l_

Duties.—A" seftler ''is ‘required’ to
perform the cnnd!t‘mns undcr one of
the following plans: =

(1) At least six months’ residence
wpon and cultivation of the land in
each year during the term of three
years.

(2) If the father (or meother, ii the
father iz deceased) #f a homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of
the land entered for by such home-
steader the requirement as’ to  resi
dence may be satisfied by suech per-
son residing with ' the iather or
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent |
residence upon farming land owned
by him in the vicinity of hig bome- |
stead ,the reguirement may be satis
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making application for
patent the settler must give six
months® notice in writing to he Com-
missioner of Deginion Lands at Ot
tawa, of his intention to do so,

SYNOPSIS OF QANADIAN NORTH-
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal mining rights may be
leased for a period of twenty-one
vears at an annual rental of $1 per
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres
shall be leazed to one individual or
eompany. A royalty at the rate of
ive cents per ton shall be ecollected
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of
age, or over, having discovered
mineral in place, may locate a claim
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must be expended on
the claim each year or paid to the
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When
$500 has been expended or paid, the
locator may, upon having a. survey
made, and upon complying with ofher
requirentents, purchase wue land at
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay-
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent. ¢n
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are
100 feet square; entry feg $5, renew-
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases
to dredge for gold of five miles each
for a term of twenty years, renewable
ut the discretion of the Minister of
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in
operation within one season from the
date of the lease for each five miles,
Rental $10”per annum for each mile
of river leased. - Royalty at the rate
of 2 1-2 per cent. ¢ollected on the
output after it exceeds 810000
