Enterprise, was amalgamated with the Advance. larking the occasion,

the Advance noted editorially:

this week greets many new faces and
hopes that the welcome it receives will be more
than formal. With it has been amalgamated the
TERPRISE, a paper established in Dutton in 1882
[i.e. 1881], and will continue to fill the place
occupied by the two journals. In union there is
strength, the larger field now opened enabling it
to extend its usefulness and become the leading
local paper in the west. No rash promises for the
future are made, only it shall not be found in the
rear of the great procession. As a strictly inde-
endent paper, it claims to be neutral in nothing
but desires to view public affairs not through the
glamored spectacles of the politician, but in the
light of reason and common sense. Its columns are
ever open for the discussion of public questions,
and while it courts such, it shall not yield to

petty jealousies or trifles.
