RUMORS OF A BASUTO RISING.
London, Nov. 5—3 p.m.—According to 

a special dispatch from Cape Town, it 
is reported there that the Basutos have 
risen against the Orange Free State 
Boers. The government has received 
no information on this point.

RUMORED CAPITULATION.
Lisbon, Nov. 6.—Persistent reports 

are in circulation here that Gen. Sir 
George Stewart White, British com­
mander in Natal, has capitulated to the 
Boers.

The Belgian papers continue to pub­
lish telegrams from Holland and Berlin 
reporting the capture of Ladysmith, 
but no such information has been re­
ceived at the official headquarters of 
Dr. Leyds. The members of the Trans­
vaal agency say that the only knowl­
edge of the affair is derived from the 
newspapers. They decline to divulge 
the whereabouts of Dr. Leyds, but say 
he is not in Brussels or Berlin.

BOERS WAITING FOR GUNS.
The general belief in London is that 

the Boers are now waiting for more 
guns from Pretoria before attacking 
Ladysmith. The fact that Sir Redvers 
Buller appears to have ordered a re­
tirement from Stormbeng and perhaps 
from other places relieves to some ex­
tent the public mind, which otherwise 
would have been further alarmed. 
Confidence is felt in any measures that 
Gen. Buller may deem desirable.

THE PIGEON POST.
The knowledge that the pigeon post 

is working has come as a relief to the 
great anxiety previously felt.

Sir Redvers Buller nas wired the 
war office from Cape Town, under 
date of Sunday, that Col. Kekewich,in 
command at Kimberley, reports, under 
date of Oct. 31, .that all the wounded 
were doing well.

The Dutch of the colony are showing 
themselves loyal to the British gov­
ernment, and, as far as has been as- 
centained, few of them have joined the 
Boers.

The Boer prisoners have arrived at 
Simonstown, near Cape Town, where 
they are well treated.

Another report says: Dispatches 
from Cape Town and other points in 
Cape Colony indicate that the Cape 
Dutch are becoming very restless in 
consequence of the Boer successes.

MANY MISSING.
Durban, Nov. 2.—(Delayed in trans- 

mission.) —The official roll call shows 
that 243 members of the Gloucester­
shire Regiment and of the Royal Irish 
Fusiliers are missing as the result of 
the engagement on Farquhar Farm. 
Thirty-two members of the Glouces­
tershire Regiment, ten members of the 
Royal Irish Fusiliers and two mem­
bers of the Tenth Mountain Battery 
were found killed. Between 70 and 
100 escaped and returned to Lady­
smith, whither 150 wounded have been 
brought.

BOERS AT GABERONES.
A belated dispatch from Buluwayo, 

dated Oct. 27, says the Boers are re­
ported to be occupying Gaberones. 
King Khama’s regiments are out 
watching the border. Lieut. Lewellyn 
has retired to Mochudi.

PRISONERS PLAY FOOTBALL.
Cape Town, Nov. 2.—(Delayed.)—A 

dispatch from Pretoria, under date of 
Tuesday, says Col. Molleur, who com­
manded the British Hussars, captur­
ed by the Boers, declined, on being in­
terviewed, to give the details of the 
misfortune, but praised the treatment 
he and his men had received at the 
hands of the Boers.

caid, of the Royal Irish Fusiliers, and 
nine wounded prisoners. Eight Boers 
were sent out in exchange,no others be­
ing fit to travel.
"‘Col. Broeckleurst, with cavalry,

suffered heavy loss. Their entire camp 
was captured. The correspondent 
goes on to say: An artillery duel is 
in progress. A British shell struck a 
Boer 40-pounder and completely wreck­
ed It.

EVACUATION OF COLENSO.
Colenso, Nov. 2.—1 p.m.—Delayed.— 

Heavy firing is now in progress at 
Ladysmith, which the Boers are shell­
ing from positions on Groblerskloof 
.HIM, this side of Ladysmith. Two 
trains have just arrived her from 
Ladysmith. When near Peters Station 
they were fired upon by the Boers, 
but were not in serious danger.
