Why not shut up the kinder-
gartens, which have simply developed
into a children’s home, or a place for
mothers to unload their care of child-
ren at the expense of the public?

Do they know that it cosfs
from two and a 'half to three times as
much, as compared to the public sys-
tem? Relieve us of, this burden, and
we have ample space for some -time
to come. Why not do so? Is it right
to follow the rule of living within your
income, or to reduce expenses at such
a time as this? Reduce some of the
high salaries. How few of the fath-
ers of the children who work all the
way from 10 to 15 hours every day,
Saturday included, and nary a holiday,
are getting anything like the pay of a
large number of the teachers of our
schools, who have_.two days out of the
seven every week, and bholidays by
the dozen. Compare this with the me-
chanics’ houns and the man of com-
merce and his clerks? .Here are two
branches to. make a saving in, per-
haps the board can find some more. A
feWw more tax saueezes and London’s
population will take a reverge. I there-
fore respectifully suggest that the board@
call off their law expenses, go on a
house-cleaning trip, and they will ind
the sum already granted will bé suf-
ficient for the present year.
