Ottawa, March 13.- Immigration was 
the main subject under discussion in the 
Commons today. Mr. Oliver said that for 
nine months of the present fiscal year, 
the immigration was 253,326, whereas the 
Immigration for the twelve months of 
the previous year was 208,794. So far 
this year the British immigration is 
greater than the American. This year 
during the nine months the figures by 
nationality are: British, 98,995 United 
States, 97,702; Continental Europe 56,628. 
Last year they were: British, 59.790; 
United States, 103,798; Continental Eur- 
ope, 45,628.

Mr. Oliver added that immigration from 
Ireland so far this year was 3,940. Last 
year it was 3.609 for the twelve months, 
and in 1901 only 933. Between 1900 and 
the fiscal year 1909-10, the immigration 
from the United States into Canada was 
126,624, whereas the immigration from 
Canada into the l’nited States during the 
same period was 479.262.

Dealing with the question of the cost 
of the immigration campaign, Mr. Oliver 
pointed out that in 1897 when 21.716 im- 
migrants were brought into the country, 
the cost to the country was $216.000. For, 
the current fiscal year the cost would be 
$960.000, and the number of new arrivals 
300.000. Thus, while the expenditure had 
Increased fourfold, the number of arrivals 
had increased fourteenfold.
The minister noted that the new ar- 

rivals in the country during the past sea- 
son were of a superior class. They were 
as a class physically superior to the ar- 
rivals of previous years, they had more 
means, and there was less complaint as 
to their ability to secure employment.

Mr. Oliver emphasized the point that it 
was absolutely contrary to the policy of 
the Government to pay for or to give 
assistance to people desirous of coming 
to Canada as is done in Australia and 
other colonies. The policy was essentially 
one of advertising. In the United States
