With regard to notices, I will alter the rules
80 as to allyw any notice that will be com-~
patible with justice to be given by all
parties. My desire is to aid in the speedy
adjustment of the difficuities, and it wonld
be very desirable that all parties should show
a like reciprocal feeling. And now one word
more. . The induigence which 1 am pre-
pared to give you is this : I will allow yon
%o prove anything, and to raise any point of
law you please. I will allow yoo all an
open opportunity to get justice if you want
lt;"
