An annonr cement to that effect has 
not as yet been made at the Navy Depart­
ment, but it is thought the Government has 
secured an option on several vessels, that 
will be used as transports should hostilities 
occur. Commodore Folger, chief of the 
Bureau of Ordinance, is said to have told 
Secretary Tracy that, in case of war, he 
wan ta to be relieved of his present impor­
tant duty, and placed in command of 
the coast defence vessel Monterey, now 
awaiting completion at San Francisco. He 
regarda this vessel as the most formidable 
belonging to the navy, and considers it sup­
erior in fighting quality to any ship owned 
by the Chilians, including the celebrated 
Captain Pratt, now building in France for 
the Chilian government. The Monterey is 
now complete, except her armor and guns. 
One of the latter is on its way across the 
continent at the present time. The other 
is awaiting trial at Indian Head, Maryland. 
Work is being pushed on the armor, and 
Commodore Folger hopes to be able to have 
the vessel ready for service within a couple 
of months, provided the work can go on*at 
the highest speed.

The report that has been current the past 
few days, that the Chilian government had 
dispatched three men-of-war to intercept Ad­
miral Walker’s squadron, should it sail for 
Valparaiso via the Straits of Magellan, 
seemed to have had its foundation in the 
fact that the Chilian man-of-war Esmeralda 
has gone down the Coast of Chili to render 
assistance to the steamer John Elder, which 
has been wrecked off that coast. The in­
formation was contained in a dispatch re­
ceived at the Navy department, to-day, 
from Commodore Evans.

St. Petebsbvbo, Jan. 18.—A disastrous 

drowning accident is reported from Tiflis. 
The priests of the Armenian church were 
performing the solemn ceremony of bless­
ing the waters, and a large throng was in 
attendance. The procession, headed by the 
priests, left the cathedral and marched to 
the river Kara, where a temporary bridge 
had been erected. The structure collapsed 
under the weight of the passing crowd, 
who, in a mad rush for safety, pushed many 
more into the steam. A large number were 
drowned and others crushed to death.
